Director’s Report

Bexley Community Fund – Gary Giller asked how the Recreation Department would use a $20,000.00 grant.  For programming. – not for the Mansion.
Some ideas proposed: 
1) Alum Creek continuous walking path – this was proposed at the Community Retreat held earlier in the year.  The path would connect Columbus and Bexley.  Mike took the opportunity to say he has asked Craig Buford to give a synopsis of the retreat at the next board meeting.

2) Purchase computer equipment for the “tech” room on the third floor 
3)  Use the grant to fund free Health and Fitness classes for children. 
4) Develop the Jeffrey Park – make the park more user friendly by reopening the Park Cabin – provide equipment and compensation for staff.
Marlee asked about the Alum Creek Kayak project - creating a kayak entry to Alum Creek.

Mike stated the pancake breakfast raised $381.00 for the Historical Society and $381.00 for The Bexley Recreation Scholarship Fund.

Barb Greiner reported that the Recreation Department was presented a check for $10,000.00 by DARN from the proceeds of the Shop Hop. This money was deposited into the Recreation Scholarship Fund.

The Winter / Spring Brochure was emailed to everyone on the Recreation Program email list. A hard copy will go out to the community this week
(January 6th) in the “Bexley This Week" newspaper.  
Mike reported that we added a handful of new programs among them are Barre Fusion taught by Bexley resident Nancy Brown and a Community Play Group for children age toddler to 4 years old and their parents.  This is an attempt to bring families with young children expose them to the department and our programming.
Marlee asked about Big League Baseball – would this be in conjunction with All Star Team – No. The All Star team would be selected early so they could practice as a team earlier.
The budget was passed by City Council.
State Of the Department
Rick Weber stated that the Recreation Department does an excellent job and thought the department offers quality programming.
Rick Weber also emphasized the importance of advertising as a revenue generating source.

New Business
Marlee stated that Bexley School District will sponsor a Community Health and Wellness program. She stated the school wanted to address health and wellness issues challenges facing Bexley. It will take place on Saturday, January 29 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon. The program will begin in the BHS Auditorium and will then go to the cafeteria for break out sessions.

Mike stated that Andrew Sayers was hired full time by city hall but he will work short term for the Recreation Department. We are now in the process of looking for someone to replace him.

Cindy asked for a motion to adjourn. Rick motioned to adjourn and Marlee seconded.
