SCHOOL DEVELOPMENT DAY 

On Monday of this week our staff participated in a 

school development day, in which we undertook 

some self-assessment and review in relation to our 

Business Plan and school performance.  Staff 

analysed a range of data including the 2018 

NAPLAN data and the Staff/Parent/Student Survey 

information.  Staff worked collaboratively across year 

levels to examine the data for trends, areas of 

concern, highlights and anomalies.  Staff then 

probed further and identified areas of weakness to 

look at possible reasons and solutions that could be 

investigated in 2019.  Detailed analyses of school 

performance data is published in the Annual 

Report.
