INTRODUCTION

AIM OF MANUAL

1. The aim of this manual is to introduce personnel to the 1982 Pattern Webbing.

2. The primary intent is to familiarize users with the 1982 Pattern Webbing and demonstrate its
flexibility when used by all personnel regardless of their employment or operational task.

3. lItisalso intended to be used by instructors as an essential reference document.

DESIGN CONCEPT

GENERAL

4. The requirements for personal webbing are constantly changing due to the complex nature of the
modern battlefield. As new equipment is introduced, changes to personal webbing are necessitated and in
response to requests from the field force for a more flexible and effective system, the 1982 Pattern
Webbing was developed.

5. During development extensive user trials were conducted; light and more durable water repellent
fabrics were evaluated, new nylon buckles, couplings, and quick release features were incorporated.

6. The 1982 Pattern Webbing incorporates the design principles of NATO STANAG 2311 and is meant
to be used in full or partial sets as FIGHTING ORDER, BATTLE ORDER, OR MARCHING ORDER.

DESCRIPTION

7. The design of the 1982 Pattern Webbing is based on a modular system. Fighting order is used as the
basic building block through which the system is tailored to meet mission requirements.

8. Only those components essential for the accomplishment of the mission should be included in the
soldier’s load. To that end a mission analysis of all known users of personal webbing was conducted to
determine the initial distribution of webbing components.

LOAD CARRYING PRINCIPLES

9. During the development of the 1982 Pattern Webbing, load carry studies were conducted by Mobile
Command, the Defence and Civil Institute of Environmental Medicine (DCIEM), the U.S. Army Natick
Laboratories, and the Directorate of Clothing General Engineering and Maintenance (DCGEM).

10. Based on these and other studies, the following load carry principles were developed:

a. Soldiers can carry loads of up to one third their body weight for prolonged periods with little
adverse effect.

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b. Soldiers can carry loads in excess of one third their body weight, however the effect of so doing
is cumulative and directly proportional to the increase in weight and the time carried.
c. Loadsshould be positioned high on the back and as close to the body as possible.

d. Loads should be carried so as to distribute the weight between the HIPS and SHOULDERS in
the ratio of 60 to 40 per cent respectively.

11. The 1982 Pattern Webbing has been designed to conform as closely as possible to the above principles.
LOAD CARRYING RULES

12. Carrying a combat load is a hard enough task in itself but to carry it improperly makes the job even
more difficult.

13. Every item to be carried has its proper place — the location is important. In general, the most critical
items of equipment are the easiest to reach.

FOLLOW THESE RULES

1.  Know the equipment.

2. Assemble the equipment properly.
3. Keep each item in its proper place.

4. Keep the load as light as possible.

FIGHTING ORDER

INTRODUCTION

1. Fighting Order consists of the ammunition, personal weapons, and items of personal equipment
carried on a soldier which must be immediately available for combat. The Fighting Order is illustrated

in Figure 2-1.

FIGHTING ORDER

1.  Vital equipment.
2. Freedom of movement.

3. Ease of access and use.

3. To ensure maximum efficiency and comfort requires the individual components to be installed in the
proper sequence and location. The Fighting Order assembly steps are illustrated in Figure 2-3.

Balance load by adjusting front
and back straps and buckles.

The Fighting Crder assembly should
be adjusted to suit the soldier by the
front and back hook-straps. This
ensures maximum comfort during use.

BATTLE ORDER

INTRODUCTION

1. Battle Order consists of Fighting Order plus crew-served weapons and those items of ammunition,
equipment, and rations necessary to support a soldier in combat for a period of time not exceeding 72
hours. The Battle Order is illustrated in Figure 3-1.

BATTLE ORDER

BATTLE ORDER provides:
1. Vital equipment.

2. Freedom of movement.
3. Ease of access and use.

MARCHING ORDER

INTRODUCTION

1. Marching Order consists of Battle Order plus those items of equipment necessary to support a soldier
in the combat zone for an indefinite period of time. The Marching Order is illustrated in Figure 4-1.

MARCHING ORDER AND THE SOLDIER

1. The belt on the large pack assembly
fits around the WAIST.

2. The pack reducing straps are used to

reduce the volume of a partially filled
pack and consequently move the
centre of gravity of the load closer to
the body.

3. The sleeping bag must be adequately

compressed to allow proper function-
ing and wear of the Fighting Order.

. The two small loops and D-ring can be
used to carry small items of equipment
as a thermos bottle.

. The pocket inside is designed to accom-

modate the PRC 77 radio. External
access for headsets, handsets, controls,
and antennae is possible by the zippers.

. Skis or snowshoes can be passed

through tunnels behind exterior side
pockets and secured with straps on the
pack.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

MATERIAL

1. The components of the 1982 Pattern Webbing were manufactured using a polyurethane coated fabric
which has water repellent properties.

2. Exception to the above are the utility belt — made of cotton webbing covered with nylon and the
wire frame — made of a special pliable steel with a baked-on epoxy finish.

CLEANING PROCEDURE

3. The following procedure should be followed when cleaning:

a.

f.

Remove mud or dirt from equipment using a soft brush, damp cloth, or flat stick. BE CAREFUL
not to puncture the fabric or cut the webbing.

Wet soiled surface of material and apply a warm solution of detergent or mild powdered soap.
Scrub the area with soft brush, cloth, or sponge.

Use clean warm water to rinse the cleaning solution from the material.
Allow equipment to dry. DO NOT place in direct sunlight, direct heat, or open flame.
Scrub hook and pile fasteners (velcro) with soft brush to remove dirt and leave open to dry.

Lubricate slide fasteners (zippers) with wax, graphite, or hard soap on a regular basis.

MAINTENANCE

4. FIELD EXPEDIENT maintenance will be limited to the repair of damaged or loose stitching by hand
sewing or taping.
