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The MCCC received last year a grant from the National
Lottery for a ‘Reminiscence Project’ which records the sto-
ries from women who migrated to the United Kingdom
from the Sub-Continent in the 1960s and early 1970s and
settled in Watford.

The aim of the project was to create a historical record
that will inspire new communities coming to Britain and
younger generations growing up here. To spark memories
and reminiscence of the first generation migrants that will
give younger generations (children born in the UK or who
came as children) an idea of the life “Back-home” and later
in the UK - Cultural transmission across the generations.

Women from various nationalities shared their memories
of travelling from their homelands and adapting to their
new life in the UK; the difficulties faced settling down in a
