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Welcome to your Parish Plan, which includes the views and comments of more than two thirds
of the households in the parish of Ashton Hayes. In total we received 464 completed
questionnaires making it the largest survey of residents’ opinions ever carried out in Ashton
Hayes. During the last 18 months a small army of volunteers, under the direction of the steering
group, has gathered and analysed your responses.

This document is the culmination of all that hard work. In it we set out the main findings of the
consultation process. All of us in the steering group feel privileged to have enjoyed such support from
so many individuals who have ventured out in all sorts of weather to help us get to this stage. We all
seem to share a sense of pride for this beautiful part of Cheshire.

The Parish Plan identifies issues which most of you believe need to be addressed if we are to sustain
and improve our magnificent rural environment and community. It indicates how we intend to tackle
these issues. As we evolve from a steering group into an implementation group we are determined,
through working with partner organisations, to find solutions to the issues you have identified.

The next stage of the process involves the current steering group’s activities coming to an end and a
new implementation group being formed to see the actions through to completion. Not all of the current
steering group members intend to continue in such a high profile active role and I would like to take
this opportunity on your behalf to publicly thank all of them for everything they have done. Without their
hard work this document would not have come to fruition.

Over 40 residents volunteered to help create this plan and I cannot close without personally thanking
each and every one of them. Some joined working groups and helped to analyse the results and draw
up the objectives. Others helped deliver and collect the questionnaires, whilst some helped enter all
of the data into the computer system. I sincerely hope that many of you will continue to be actively
involved during the next phase.

If having read this document you feel that you would like to help implement the plans to improve our
parish I would like to hear from you.

Introduction
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Ashton Hayes in the 1900’s
(The memories of a local resident)
Around 60 years ago there were six working farms in the village which provided employment
for many of the people. Other employers were the Naylors who were connected to the Tate
and Lyle sugar empire in Liverpool, and lived at The Grange, and the Johnsons at Ashton
Hayes. The women and girls worked in service, and the men on the land or caring for the
animals, particularly the horses.

All the farms kept pigs and therefore needed the services of a pig killer who was well respected in the
community as the job was highly skilled and it was considered very important that the animal did not
suffer. The pigs were hung up and then their throats were cut resulting in an instant death. This job
was carried out very early in the morning, in order that the farmer’s wife could make black pudding
and brawn, which would be sold to the villagers the same day.

There was a farm on Church Road which provided milk, eggs and butter which were sold at the Post
Office. The milk could be taken directly from the churn and the produce was available at any time from
the farm. The Post Office at this time was not a general store like today.

April Cottage had a small sweet shop in the front window, presumably for the children who were
coming home from school, which was then in the village hall.

There were however several shops: Chestersons, on Kelsall Road which sold food and household
items and also had a delivery service and a bakery; Clarkes, a wooden building on the corner of Peel
Hall Lane was a general store selling groceries and hardware; and next door was a bike shop which
was also a wooden building. The bicycle was an essential item to get to both work and Chester.
Nobody could afford to buy a bike outright but it was possible to pay for it in installments.

Mr Lightfoot, who lived in Rose Cottage on Kelsall Road, had a bakery at the back of his house and
in between the Pub and the Post Office (before the pub was extended) was a fish and chip shop. It
was open at lunch time and in the evening, and had four tables for dining. The shop closed in the
1940s.

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9. On the downside the two worst things about living in the village are felt to be the lack of traffic
controls and the lack of public transport. It is therefore unsurprising that when asked which
aspect of the village respondents would most like to see changed, limits to traffic speed and
more effective traffic controls in general were cited.

10. The footpaths are the most frequently used amenity within the Parish, with a majority of residents
rating the children’s playground to be either very or extremely important. About a third would like
to see additional amenities and of these general sports facilities, football, tennis and children’s
play areas were most frequently mentioned. Outdoor leisure, in particular walking, is enjoyed
by many and respondents would like to see more opportunities within the Parish for fitness
classes, tennis and other sports, dance and gym as well as adult education.

11. The majority of respondents rate services such as street cleaning, refuse collection and recycling
facilities as good. However a number of people felt that there could be a better provision of litter
bins and bins for dog fouling.

12. The majority of respondents value the rural nature of Ashton Hayes and would like to see more
flowerbeds, allotments and cycleways. Open public footpaths, green spaces, hedgerows and
woodland areas were rated as either very or extremely important with a large majority of
respondents pointing to the need to maintain these in the future. It is therefore not surprising that
a majority think that it would be beneficial to Ashton Hayes for a Village Design Statement to be
produced.

13. Many people have strong concerns about traffic related issues. There are concerns for both
pedestrians and road users about many junctions with those causing greatest concern being the
junctions from Kelsall Road into Church Road and Gongar Lane into Church Road. Many
pedestrians also felt that Church Road andAshton Lane were risky places to walk. However the
solution was not thought to lie in a one way system with over half opposing this idea.

14. Many respondents are concerned about excessive vehicle speed with the problem being rated
as the worst in all parts of Church Road.

15. The junction at Ashton Lane End with the A54 is also seen as a problem with most respondents
feeling that it is unsafe. Many possible solutions were suggested, including traffic lights or a
roundabout.
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Community Life

The implementation of the Parish Plan will be undertaken in partnership with the Parish Council.
There must also be liaison with local groups, including the Shop Committee, the Time Bank, the
School, the Churches, community shop and existing clubs and societies. An open meeting with all
groups is suggested, and possibly the Cheshire West and Chester (CWAC) local authority.

There was significant support for the post office and shop, with 310 using the post office and 372
using the village shop each week, out of 464 respondents. The post office has survived recent
closures, but is still likely to be under threat in the future. In recent months a committee has been set
up to explore the viability of the shop and whether it can be run by/for the community. The findings of
the Parish Plan have been made available to the community shop working group. Due to poor public
transport provision, the continuation of a village shop is important to those who do not have their own
transport, particularly the elderly. The village pub, The Golden Lion, is also a communal focus point
in the village and at present is facing some uncertainly about its future.

The Ashworth Time Bank is expanding and has become an integral part of the village. The
overwhelming majority considered it played an important part in the community although some were
not aware of all its services. There is an ongoing need to publicise the Time Bank to those who do
not at present use it.

Public transport is a significant issue, with 84 respondents citing the lack of public transport as the
worst thing about living in Ashton Hayes. A reliable, regular (although not necessarily daily) service
is required to Tarvin and Mouldsworth to access the services from there. Community transport and
volunteer drivers should be considered. Better provision of public transport would be imperative should
the village lose the services of the post office or shop in the future.

Eighty people responded that a footpath to Mouldsworth station would make them use the local rail
service more often. This has now been constructed and is proving very successful, particularly in the
summer months. However those who are unable to walk the distance, particularly the elderly, continue
to need transport to the station.

Regarding future housing development within the village, it will be necessary to ascertain what the real
need is and then to establish the capacity of the infrastructure required. Providing accommodation for
both young people and older people who want to stay in the village should be considered, and this
would provide a broader age range within the community. 266 of the 464 respondents supported a
small new development of affordable housing for local people and 278 supported sheltered housing
for local people.

May Market Day
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There was overwhelming support for a directory of local information and services which could also
include information about existing village amenities, clubs, groups and societies. A village calendar
of events or What’s On could supplement this directory and both could very usefully be made available
on the parish council website.

The majority of residents (318) supported the launch of a Neighbourhood Watch scheme and 77
people would be prepared to help in this process. However, 420 out of the 464 respondents felt safe
when walking around the parish. Safety and a low crime rate were listed in the top five best things
about living in Ashton Hayes.

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Environment Enrichment
The rural nature of the parish is appreciated by the vast majority of residents. When asked about the
importance of such aspects as public and permissive footpaths, open green spaces, hedgerows,
woodland areas, farmland and tree preservation areas, an overwhelming majority of those expressing
an opinion considered they were important.

This feeling was supported by the strong view that a Village Design Statement would be beneficial to
the future of the Parish.

There was a feeling that the appearance of the village centre could be enhanced by the addition of
flowerbeds and seating. The majority of respondents considered that services such as street cleaning,
verge litter picking,refuse collections, recycling facilities, fly-tipping clearance were at least satisfactory,
although some thought that the provision of litter bins and dog waste bins were less than satisfactory.

Ashton Hayes’ efforts to move towards carbon neutrality received support from the fact that over half
of those expressing an opinion would like to see greater uptake of solar panels and the provision of
cycleways and allotments where possible.

Leisure and Recreation Facilities

As we worked through the results we found that there was an overlap here with the Community Life
Group's findings. 78% of respondents identified a need for a directory of local information. We felt this
item linked into 'village amenities' and it would be useful to catalogue existing village amenities, leisure
clubs, activities and societies and, in so doing, to promote them.

A third of respondents asked for additional amenities: sporting (with football and tennis topping the
list) and a children's play area. Other requests for recreational activities were very varied and included
line dancing, bridge, gymnastics, a bowling green and a running track. Because of the wide range of
responses, it will be necessary to work with others to look at which of these activities it may be possible
to provide in the short, medium and long term.

Outdoor leisure, in particular walking, is enjoyed by many and the footpaths are the most commonly
used amenity within the parish. As this is such a popular interest we felt it was extremely important
for facilities to be well-maintained and to be developed by, possibly, creating new footpaths.

We were asked to look in particular detail at the provision of facilities for young people within the
parish. However, there were only 34 responses from those aged under 17. Use of footpaths and bridle
paths was the most popular activity mentioned. Some use was made of the Village Hall and WI Hall
for activities such as dancing. As there was a low response rate from this age group we feel there is
a need for further research to identify whether it is feasible to increase and/or improve the facilities.
However, the provision of a better and safer children's play area was rated as very important to
residents.

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Road and pedestrian safety

Road safety concerns in Ashton Hayes are dominated by the B5393 which runs north-south through
the centre of the village. This road takes in two sharp double bends near either end of Ashton Hayes
which potentially cause visibility difficulties for cars turning out of nearby junctions and for pedestrians
wishing to cross the road.

A further feature of the centre of Ashton Hayes is narrow or non existent pavements and in recent
years there have been reports of pedestrians being “clipped” by passing vehicles.

Responses to the Parish Plan indicate a number of residents are concerned about the speed of
vehicles passing through the village. Over 350 respondents expressed concern about the Ashton
Lane End / A54 junction and the survey indicates the closure of the right hand turn onto the Kelsall
bypass from the bottom of Kelsall has led to increased traffic using the A54 / Ashton Lane junction.

Traffic travelling at 30mph through the village is lawful but there are locations indicated in the Parish
Plan responses which indicate that residents believe traffic calming measures would greatly improve
pedestrian safety, particularly in the vicinity of the primary school.

Concerns about the poor quality of some road surfaces, visibility of road signs and parking which
impairs visibility for other road users were also a feature of responses to the Parish Plan survey.

Road and Pedestrian Safety task list
OBJECTIVE R1

Improve safety for pedestrians and vehicles leaving and entering the village

Tasks:

R1.1 Establish traffic volume and direction of traffic exiting from Ashton Lane.

R1.2 Consult with CWAC – Highways possible solutions to the concerns raised.

R1.3 Seek advice from an “Independent” traffic consultant.

R1.4 Investigate whether existing road layout is of concern to the bus company.

OBJECTIVE R2

To identify different measures to slow traffic down at specific locations.

Tasks:

R2.1 Work in partnership with the Parish Council and the community speed watch group to
continue monitoring speed and volume of vehicles, particularly Church Road, and note
times of day.

R2.2 Investigate action taken in other areas of the UK.

R2.3 Seek views from independent consultant.

R2.4 Seek suggestions and pro-active advise on traffic calming from CWAC.
