The Epiphany of the Lord
Today we celebrate that the child
born in the darkness of night in a
lowly manger is revealed as the
manifestation of God. Christ is
revealed in many ways: as Lord,
as King, as the one in whom
God is present and acts. All of

these manifestations are “lights” that shine on Christ,
revealing a deeper understanding of who he is. The
Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord has several themes.
First, we have the wise men being guided through darkness
by the light of the star. Second, we have the star as a sign

that leads the wise men to Jesus. Third, we have the
manifestation of God to Gentiles, not just Jews, pointing to
the reality that Jesus came for all people. Fourth, w have
the mystery that God does reveal his very self in human
flesh.

In Sunday’s Gospel, magi “from the east” ask,
“Where is the newborn king of the Jews?”
Just by asking this question, they herald the New Light
that has dawned on all men.

That’s The Way It Is!

A few weeks ago | wrote about the
failure of many “Catholic” colleges and
= universities to provide an authentically
Catholic education to the students who
are enrolled. Theology professors are
; not teaching Catholic doctrine to their
students. Professors are mocking Catholic doctrine and
indoctrinating the students into the values of liberal,
secular, humanistic atheism.

Traditionally the role of the Catholic theologian was
seen as threefold: 1) to show how what the Church teaches
is contained in the sources of Revelation, 2) to explain
Church teaching, and 3) to defend Church teaching. (The
sources of Revelation are Scripture and Tradition.)

In the early Church, the bishops were the theologians.
However, theology was not a formal discipline. Theology
was simply the bishops preaching and teaching. The role
between bishop and theologian didn’t become distinct until
the rise of the university system in the Middle Ages.
During this time, the study of theology became more
formal and systematized.

In the Catholic Church, the bishop is the teacher of the
Faith and the guardian of the Faith, since the bishop is the
successor to the Apostles. It is important to note that a
bishop’s authority to teach does not depend on his
academic pedigree. The teaching authority of a bishop
comes through his consecration to the Episcopal office.

Theologians teach in the name of the bishop and under
his authority. Academic pedigree is a great credential and
certainly beneficial, but the teaching authority of any
Catholic theologian always depends on their bishop.
When a theologian does not teach the Faith of the Church,
but rather pushes their own personal agenda, that
theologian looses credibility and he or she loses the
authority to teach Catholic theology regardless of their
academic credentials.

Catholic theologians today, unlike in the past see their
role as analogous to a white coated scientist. They claim
to do research and report their findings in a detached,
objective way. Many of them claim they are just going
where their research takes them. If research appears to
discredit Church teaching, rather than assume there is a
problem with their methods, or that they are not
understanding something, they assume the correctness of

their findings and call on the bishops to change teaching
accordingly.

Theology in the Catholic sense is Faith seeking
understanding, not understanding seeking Faith. In other
words, in the Catholic Faith, we are asked to believe
PRIOR to understanding. It is only when we first believe
that we can begin to understand the truths of the Faith.
The secular world does not work that way. In the secular
world one does not believe until they understand and or
until it has been sufficiently proven. If we apply this
system to the Faith we see that the gift of Faith is turned on
its head. This is why this system does not work when
studying theology. It is little more than secularized
theology.

This runs in contradistinction to the workings of the
Apostolic Church. In the Apostolic Church, the Apostles
taught the truths of the Faith. The people indeed
researched the teachings and studied the Scriptures, but
they did so only after accepting at face value what the
Apostles taught. This means they read the Scriptures and
researched the teaching with the goal of better
understanding the teaching, not seeking to discredit the
teaching.

We accept and believe what the Church teaches. We
then look to understand it and research it in the Scriptures
and Tradition. The task of the theologian is to guide us in
this process, and bring some formal structure to the
process. The task of the theologian is to defend Church
teaching and explain it in a way people can understand.
Finally, | think the most important role of the Catholic
theologian is as | said in the beginning of this article: to
show how what the Church teaches is contained in the
sources of Revelation.

That's the way it is!

¢  THE POOR

(Vatican Radio) Pope Francis says the

Church must be humble, poor and trusting in

the Lord. The Pope emphasized the fact that
poverty is the first of the Beatitudes, and that the poor are
the Church’s true riches. Commenting on the first reading
from the Book of Zephaniah in which Jesus rebukes the
chief priests and warns them that even prostitutes will
precede them into the Kingdom of Heaven. Pope Francis
said that still today temptations can corrupt the witness of
the church. “A Church that is truly faithful to the Lord
must be humble, poor and trusting in God.”
The Pope also made it quite clear that to be a humble
Church or a humble person one must be prepared to say:
“I'am a sinner.” Pope Francis continued, “Humility is not
a pretense; it’s not a theatrical attitude. True humility
demands that the Church and that each and every one of us
take a first step and recognizes one’s sinfulness. And if
anyone has the habit of being judgmental, pointing to the
defects of others and gossiping about them, then he is not a
humble person.”
“The second step is poverty, which is the first of the
Beatitudes." “To be poor in spirit,” he explained, “means
that one is attached only to the riches of God. So we must
say no to a Church that is attached to money, that thinks of
money, that thinks of how to earn money."
The Pope recalled the martyrdom of the Deacon Lawrence,
a heroic witness in the first millennium who assembled the
poor before the emperor saying they represented the real
gold and silver of the Church, and he warned against some
ancient customs which demanded monetary offers from
pilgrims in order to pass through the Holy Door. "As is
known in a temple of the diocese, to pass through the Holy
Door, naively they said to people that you had to make an
offer: this is not the Church of Jesus, this is the Church of
these chiefs priests, attached to money " he said
“The third step for a humble Church is to always trust in
the Lord that never disappoints. Where is my faith? In
power, in friends, in money? It is in the Lord! The legacy
that God promised to leave us is of a humble and poor
people who trust in the name of the Lord. Humble because
it knows it sins; poor because it is attached to the riches of
God; trusting in the Lord because it knows that only He
has its good at heart,” he said.
