This is a beginning. I am aware that there are many 

gaps in this story and probably there are also many errors, 

but it is a beginning. If any reader can add to the story 

or make any corrections, I shall be more than grateful. 

Unfortunately many records in South Carolina were destroyed 

during the Civil War; also the families were not as careful 

about keeping their records as we would wish. As they moved 

to the frontiers, perhaps some records were lost and little 

or no effort was made to replace them; but, at least, you 

have something down in black and white, and you can take the 

story from here. 

Note: All place names are for Texas unless otherwise 

stated.

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OUR NAME 

Ours is an ancient name, dating back to the time when 

surnames, or family names, came into use for purposes of 

more specific identification. These names began to develop 

in the eleventh century. Probably the earliest of the four 

main sources was the patronymic, which used the father's 

name; e.g., a person named Johnson was John's son, a Mc or Mac 

Donald was the son of Donald, an O'Neal was the son of Neal, 

etc. A large number of people took surnames which showed 

their occupation or the office they held, as Baker, Carpenter, 

Bailey(bailiff), Steward. The surnames of others showed some 

physical characteristic, as Short, Broadfoot, Whitehead, etc. 

Our name belongs to the fourth classification, which 

used place names, as Ford, Rivers, Moorman,etc. Ours is of 

German origin and no doubt was first used by a man who lived 

near a stream: Bach-man. 

There is no set rule for spelling proper names nor is 

there a set rule for pronouncing them. Our immigrant ances­

tor was Hans-* Ulrick Baukman (•Soo--page • ), and this spell­

ing of his name appears on a Royal Grant for land in South 

Carolina, dated February 22, 1744. By Revolutionary War 

times Ulrick was writing his name as Bauckman; however, other 

people in referring to him often spelled it Baughman, and 

that is the spelling found in the 1790 Census. The census 

taker in 1800 evidently was spelling the name "by ear" and 

we find Baukman. In 1810 the census records also show Bokman,

and Bookman. The spelling Baughman is a common one to this 

day, and there are many variant spellings. 

A family story is that some time about 1806 a man in­

quired of John Baughman (son of Hans Ulrick) why he continued 

to cling to that old German spelling of the name. When John 

asked what spelling the man would suggest, he replied that 

the spelling Bachman would be much simpler. So in our family 

it has been Bachman ever since, and we pronounce the first 

syllable like the name of the German musical composer Bach. 

There is the German name Bachmann, though what relation,if 

any, there is between the Baughmans and the Bachmanns is not 

known. It could be that the second n was a matter of personal 

choice and distinction and that the names are the same. 

The vowel sound in the first syllable of Baughman" is 

pronounced aw as in awl, but the gh varies from area to area 

and from family to family. Some regard the gh as silent, 

others pronounce it like f, and still others sound it like k. 

One comment on the name states that both Bauman and Bowman 

come from Baughman. 

Some other variant spellings are Backman, Buckman, 

Bockman, Balkman, and Boughtman. 
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HANS ULRICK BAUGHMAN/3AUKMAN 

According to family tradition, three Baukman brothers 

emigrated together from Germany, probably the Palatinate in 

the southwest part of the country, and landed at Philadelphia. 

One of the brothers went west, one stayed in or near Philadel­

phia, and the other one went south. This latter would be our 

Hans Ulrick, who left Germany while still a very young man in 

order to escape the military regime of Frederick the Great. 

Three men named Bachman were among the foreigners transported 

from Rotterdam in the ship Jamaica Galley,. Robert Harrison, Com­

mander, which arrived at Philadelphia about February 7 , 1739, as 

on that date these foreigners took .the Oath of Allegiance to King 

George II of England, recognizing and acknowledging him as their 

Sovereign, renouncing their allegiance to the lands from whence 
had 

they/come, and promising to make known to him and his successors 

ail treasonable acts and traitorous conspiracies against tP.e 

Crown that might come to their knowledge. All males over the age 

of sixteen were obliged to take the oath and declaration as soon 

after arrival as possible, being marched tc the Court House, al­

though in a number of instances they were qualified at the offi­

cial residence of the magistrate. 

These three Bachmans were Felix, Heinrich (Henry), and Hans. 

The latter must Pi.ave been our Hans Ulrich who made his way to 

South Carolina, to Congrees Township in old Berkley County, 

where he received a Royal Grant of one hundred acres or. September 

16, 1739- "his tract of land was bounded by the Santee River cn 

the northeast and tracts laid out to Anthony Stack and Hoodie 

Cooplet to the northwest and southeast .respectively. The grant 
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was made out to WeIdrish Bootman. This spelling for Ulrich Bauk­

man must have been by an English-speaking person who knew abso­

lutely no German and had no linguistic ability at all.• 

On February 22, 1743/44* Hans Ulrick Bauckmans received a 

Royal Grant from King George II of 150 acres of land in Saxe-

Gotha Township in old Berkley County. This tract of 150 acres 

was bounded on the northeast by land part belonging to Anthony 

Stack and part (already) belonging to the said Hans Ulrick. Bauk-

mans., on the southeast by land part belonging to the heirs of 

Hoodie Cooplet and part not laid out, on the northwest by land 

belonging to Jacob Haghebucher. 

There is no doubt that Weldrish Bootman and Hans Ulrick 

Baukmans. were one and the same man. 

Saxe-Gotha was located on the Congaree River in what today 

is Lexington County, just a few miles due south of the city of 

Columbia. It was settled mainly by Germans and Swiss who came to 

America seeking religious freedom. As the years went by, the vil­

lage was moved because of its unhealthful location and it had 

name changes. It finally became Granby and prior to the selection 

of Columbia as the state capital, it was the most important town 

on the Congaree River; but like many another town, as the country 

developed and people moved to more advantageous locations, it 

disappeared from the map. 

Nothing is known of the early life of Hans Ulrick Baukman 

except that in 1740 he was one of the twenty-eight signers of a 

pamphlet printed at St. Gall, Switzerland. It urged that "all 

*By the Gregorian calendar, • 1744 
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who are adherents of the Reformed religion should settle in 

this country (presumably South Carolina) and can expect all 

that has been promised above, but Roman Catholics must stay 

away." Also signing were Herman Geiger, Hans Jacob Geiger, and 

Jacob Hagenbuch. 

In June 1757 Hans Ulric Baukman was listed as a planter 

in Saxe-Gotha Township with a plantation of 2 50 acres. 

Ulrick Baughman's name appears a number of times in the 

book The Geiger Family of South Carolina by Percy L. Geiger, 

and possibly he was a son-in-law of Herman Geiger, whose daughter 

Margaret married a Mr. Baughman. Ulrick sold land to Herman's son 

John Geiger, who bequeathed it to his son Abrabiam. 

Herman Geiger's youngest son, John, and his wife Ann Murff 

Piad a daughter Ann who married a William Baughman. They were the 

parents of eight children: Elizabeth, who married Robert Joyner; 

Mary, Sarah C , and Frances, who did not marry; William, who 

married Susan Moye; Belle and C. H., who did not marry; and Ellen, 

who married Joel Lowman. 

Th.e Geiger book shows that Margaret, wPiO married a Mr. 

Baughman, had two daughters but no sons; so if Ulrick was her 

husband, she must have died while still a fairly young woman and 

he married again and had another family. Ray Bachman said many 

times that the Bachman/Baughman ancestors had always married 

German women until the generation of his father, John Benecke 

Bachman, who, like his' three brothers,' married a non-German-. We 

do not know the. name of Ulrick's second wife, and whatever .chil-

dren he had we know the name of onlyA son—John Baughman, born 

October 24, YJ'JA} probably in Orangeburgh District. 
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During the last years of the American Revolution, the 

fighting was in the South, with the British capture of Savannah 

in 1778 and Charleston in 1780. The Redcoats swept through South 

Carolina but were soundly defeated at the Battle of Cowpens and 

at Kings Mountain. One thing led to another until the surrender 

of Cornwallis at Yorktown, October 7, 1781. Though the British 

had surrendered, the war was not over. There was much to be done 

to get them out of South Carolina. 

We do not know what Ulrick Baughman was doing for the Ameri­

can cause before the early part of 1782, but we find that on 

May 6 of that year there was an Indent(1) issued to him for Five 

Pounds, Seven Shillings and One Penny Half Penny Sterling(2) for 

seventy-five days' duty in the Militia in 1782. On June lo Ulrick, 

with his commanding officer, Lt. Col. W. A. Thomson, went before 

the proper authorities to swear that P̂e had never received any 

satisfaction for the claim of »5J 7'3 If for P.is seventy-five 

days' service; however, by that time IPLrick had decided to ex­

change his Indent for a watch and signed it over to Col. Jonas 

Eeard, this agreement witnessed by Jacob Geiger and Thomas 

Nicholls, Esq., and apparently cn November 23, 1790, the account 

was cleared. 

One Joseph Eoughman served forty-one days in the Militia 

and was paid _2, 18, 6^ Sterling'. 

The story has come down in the family that one evening the 

militiamen were camped a little distance behind a thicket in an

area thought to be occupied by British forces. As dusk came on, 

lights began to flicker over and about the thicket and the Caro­

linians braced themselves for an attack, thinking-that the 

flickering lights •'ere made ""her the flintlock muskets '"ere 

being cocked. They waited for the attack but it never came. 

Finally, a detail was sent out to reconnoiter. It turned out 

that the lights were made by large fireflies flitting about, 

and as far as could be told there were no British soldiers 

anywhere around. 

Nothing more is known about Ulrick Baughman except that he 

was listed in the 1790 Census and again in l300. He was not 

found in the l3l0 Census; so it is assumed that he died between 

1800 and 1810.

I, Hamar TATnar Howard, Sr., am a descendant of Hans Ulrich Baughman/ 
Bauckmaa. The following information about him haa teen passed down from 
my forefathers. 

Hans Ulrich Baughman came to America to escape being conscripted 
into the German army of Frederick the Great. He came with other German 
immigrants to Pennsylvania and from there went to South Carolina, where 
he received a Royal Grant from King George II in 1743, located in old 
Saxegotha Township, which was in Orangeburg District. (Royal grant is 
South Carolina Archives.) 

Ulrich Bauckman fought in ths American Revolution under Franci3 Marion, 
the "Swamp Fox". 

This was told to me by my grandmother, Sarah Ann. Bachman, wife of 
Casswell Howard: 

Sarah Ann Eachman. born March 15, 1S40, near Savannah, Georgia; 
married to Casswall Howard, Carroll County, Mississippi, Povember 
27, 1356; died in 1931, Hontgomery County, Mississippi. 

Also I received this information from my greatgrandmother, Nancy Ann 
Peters, wife of Charles Bachman, married September 2, 1837. She dic-d in 
1912, when I was seven year3 old. She had heard these things from her 
father-in-law, John Baughman, born October 24, 1774, Abbeville, S.C; died 
January 23, 1S60, Austin, Texas. John BguzCTJui was theyon of the above

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JOHN BACHMAN/BAUGHMAN 

Nothing is known about the early life of John Baughman, 

who was born October 24, 1774, probably in Orangeburg Dis­

trict. On August 28, 1800, he and Mary Catharine Earbara 

Binnicker were married by the Rev. Mr. Dunlap. She was the 

daughter of a Protestant minister, Charles Binnicker, a 

German immigrant. 

John and Mary Catharine Barbara were the parents of 

eleven children, as follow:

The hand or hands that wrote the birth dates.in the 

family Bible, published in 1814, used the spelling Baughman. 

Later entries were written Bauchman and Bachman. 

John Baughman is said to have fought in the War of 1812, 

but we know nothing about any action he saw. No record has 

been found. 

Mary Catharine Barbara Binnicker Baughman died August 27, 

I827, and on December 29, 1829, John Baughman married Rachel 

Caraway, a widow with several children. It is thought that 

her maiden name was Williams. 

John Benecke Bachman was born in Barnwell County, S. C , 

in 1820. Census records show that William Gordon, the young­

est child, was born in Georgia, the family having joined in 

the migration to the West. We do not know whether their 

mother died in Georgia or Alabama, nor do we know whether 

their father married the Widow Caraway in Georgia or Alabama, 

but the 1830 Census found the family in Pickens County, 

Alabama. 

*This name also spelled Hichey. 
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The Third (and Final) Choctaw Cession in Mississippi 

was made in 1830, and in 1832 the Chickasaw Cession was 

made. On October 20, 1836, while still living in Pickens 

County, Henry Bachman bought a tract of land from Drewry 

Sanders and his wife Rhoda, situated, in Carroll County, one 

of the original counties of the Choctaw Cession. He paid 

five hundred dollars. The following year John, and'his family 

moved to Carroll County. In 1840 Henry and his family were 

in Yalobusha County, and later they moved to Pontotoc County, 

which was made from the Chickasaw Cession. 

John Baughman studied herbs and made medicines, and living 

on the frontier, he was often called on to render first aid. 

He realized the value of an education, such as it was in 

those days, and urged his younger sons, at least, to take 

advantage of whatever opportunity they had. John grew up in 

a German-speaking home, and as he went through, life he would 

lapse into the German vernacular, especially when excited; 

then family members would have to stop him and slow him down. 

By I838 he had acquired some property in Carroll County, 

and on November 7 of that year he deeded all of his posses­

sions to son Charles for his keeping while the family made a 

trip to Texas to visit daughter Maria Atkinson and her family, 

who had come to Texas in February 1835* In December 1838 

the family from Mississippi arrived in Austin County, where 

the Atkinsons lived. John B. Bachman, who had turned eighteen 

the previous May, came to Texas at that time, and probably 

William Gordon, two years younger, was also with the parents. 
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It is likely that Maryan, an unmarried daughter, was with 

them, and possibly some Caraway children accompanied their 

mother, though they were older than the Bachman children. It 

is thought that daughter Harriet Jourdan and her husband, 

Frederic, were also in the party. 

We have no way of knowing how long the Bachman parents 

remained in Texas. They have not been found in the 1840 

Census. There is an 1840 Census for Texas, but it was com­

piled in recent times from tax lists. John Atkinson's name 

appears in it. John B. Bachman went back to Mississippi in 

1843, and possibly all of them returned together; however, 

on February 26, 1846, Charles Bachman released and canceled 

the deed his father had signed on November 7, I838, giving 

all his property into the son's hands; so it could have been 

later than I843 when John returned to Mississippi. 

The 1850 Census shows John Bachman (Baughman) and daughter 

Maryan in Carroll County. Rachel's name does not appear with 

them; so it is assumed that she had died by that time. 

According to a letter written by John 3. Bachman in 1895, 

his father came back to Texas in 1857* By that time six of 

his children were living in the state, and daughter Nancy 

Dulaney had died in Texas the previous year. Excerpts from a 

letter John B. wrote to his sister, Mrs. Elizabeth C. Riley, 

from Bellville, February 4, i860, tell of the death of their 

father. 

"Dear Sister, 

I take up my pen to write you again. This leaves us 
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all well & hope it may find you & yours in same like 

blessing. - - - I now write tc inform you of the death 

of our dear, dear Old Father. He died at F. Jourdan's 

on the 23rd of January. His disease was said to be 

dropsy of the heart. He was taken on the 7th & died as 

above on the 23rd. He complained but little, as I learn 

from a letter from Sarah Ann Jourdan of the 27th.. He 

was buried near the city of Austin. - - - Father's death 

ought to warn us all of dying. He lived longer than we 

may expect & yet death came at last & we are admonished 

to be ready also. Six out of 13 are gone. Who shall go 

next? & Where shall we all meet again? Shall we all 

meet in heaven.' We have great hopes in those being there 

which are already gone. Let's all try to go there, too. 

Let life come with its bitterness. Let persecution, 

famine, or what not, just so we get to heaven all will 

be well. - - - Enclosed you will find a lock of Father's 

hair. You will know how to appreciate it. 

Your affectionate brother, 

John B. Bachman"

On the day that John Benecke Bachman was taken across 

the Savannah River as an infant on that day he started 

on the road to Western Adventure. How long the family 

sojourned in Georgia and how long it took them to reach 

Pickens County, Alabama, where they were shown in the I83O 

Census, we do not know. By I837 they were settled in 

Carroll County, Mississippi. 

Along the way John B. received the rudiments of an 

education above average for that time and that part of the 

country. His handwriting was to be admired, his spelling 

was without error, he was a good mathematician as far as 

arithmetic goes, and he developed a love for reading that 

lasted throughout his life. As a lover of books, he acquired 

a library which was most unusual for the place where he 

lived, in that it covered such a vast number of subjects. It 

could be said of him that even in advanced age he kept 

abreast of the times through his reading of numerous period­

icals and newspapers. 

There must have been much excitement in the Bachman 

household after the decision was made to go to Texas for a 

visit with Maria Atkinson, who with husband John had moved 

in 1835 to that far-away land that had beckoned to them. 

Texas was a magic word that promised all sorts of adventure, 

and eighteen-year-old John Benecke was ready. 

Not long after the arrival of the Bachmans in December, 
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1838, an opportunity came to John B. Brother-in-law John 

Atkinson, age 46, was a Texas Ranger under the command of 

Capt. John Bird. We do not know why he did not answer the 

muster call on March 1, 1839, but young John B. went as his 

substitute and served the three-month term, "discharging his 

duties honorably and faithfully as a soldier" so wrote 

James Ervine, 1st Lieutenant of Bird's Company, at a later date. 

In the spring of 1839 the Indians had become exceedingly 

bold and were constantly committing depredations, and the 

settlers on the upper Colorado, Brazos, and Trinity Rivers had 

called upon the government for some measure of relief and 

protection; so several companies of three-months' Rangers 

were called out. On May 6 Captain Bird's Company reached 

Fort Milam in Falls County, and he as senior officer took 

command of the other company, which had preceded his. 

A few days later Bird took a force of some twenty-five 

men and started for Fort Smith on the Little River. As they 

neared their destination, they discovered indications of 

Indians in the vicinity. 

On the night of May 25 while John B. was handling a 

musket, he accidently shot himself through the right hand. 

The next morning he was sent back to the settlements with a 

one-man escort. On Sunday, May 27, Bird's men battled with 

several hundred Indians; and while the Texans won over the 

Indians, it was something of a Pyrrhic victory, as Captain 

Bird and four of his men were killed. Thirty Indians, includ­

ing their chief, fell in the Battle of Little River, and some 
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historians say this was one of the hardest Indian battles 

in the annals of the Republic. 

After John Benecke Bachman had been in Texas a full 

year, he applied for a donation of land 320 acres to a 

single man and on December 30* 1839, a Conditional Head-

right was granted to him. Some years later he took an oath 

that he had resided in Texas more than three years and had 

performed the duties of a citizen. The Conditional Head-

right was marked "Canceled" and the Certificate was issued. 

In 1856 he put all of his property in his wife's name 

and referred to the land granted to him as a Headright by 

the Government of Texas in 1839 as "320 acres located 26 

miles southwest from Comanche Peak on Sunday Creek, a branch 

of Fort Creek." This was located in Palo Pinto County near 

the present townsite of Santo and still bears the name of the 

J. B. Bachman Grant. 

In 1841 President Lamar on his own initiative proposed 

an expedition to Santa Fe to establish a trade route as well 

as to offer the New Mexicans the opportunity of participating 

in the Texas government this after he had failed to get 

Congressional approval. Based on an act of December 19, 1836, 

the Republic claimed jurisdiction over the Santa Fe area. Lamar 

issued a call for volunteers, and John B. signed up to go. 

He really wanted to go and would have been with the party 

except that he came down with a high fever a few hours before 

the time of departure on June 19. It was just as well that he 

did. not start out, because the expedition was ill-advised and 
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ill-fated almost from the beginning. 

On April 21, 1836, the Mexican army was defeated at the 

Battle of San Jacinto and Santa Anna was captured.; then three 

weeks later the Treaty of Velasco was signed on May 14, but 

Texas independence was not recognized by the Mexican govern­

ment and her boundary was not settled until the Treaty of 

Guadalupe Hidalgo in 1848. 

Twice in 1842 Mexican forces crossed the Rio Grande into 

Texas. Gen. Rafael Va'squez led a force of five to seven hun­

dred men into San Antonio on March 5 and took it over because 

the Texans were not strong enough to Piold it. Vasquez held 

the town two days and then departed, his invasion regarded as 

a plundering party. In September Gen, Adrian Woll, a French 

soldier of fortune working for Mexico, led a force of a thou­

sand men in a surprise attack on San Antonio and held it for 

several days, retreating to Mexico on September 20. 

When General Vasquez captured San Antonio in March, 

Ranger Capt. John C. Hays was in the neighborhood with about 

a hundred men, mostly from Gonzales. They followed Vasquez 

back to the Rio Grande but did not feel strong enough to 

attack him. On September 10 Kays learned that General Woll 

was approaching San Antonio and would enter the town the next 

day. Again the Ranger force was too small to meet the enemy, 

and once more San Antonio fell to the Mexicans. 

Woll, with his larger and well-equipped force, met the 

Texans at Salado Creek, and there was fierce fighting before 

the Mexicans withdrew and headed for the Rio Grande. 
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John Benecke Bachman participated in both of these 

campaigns to repell the invaders under Vasquez and Woll. 

He went from Austin County, mounted and armed, and in the 

second campaign he was ranked as 2nd Sergeant. When the 

State of Texas assumed the debts of the Republic of Texas, 

a Certificate was issued on May 23, l853,to John B. Eachman, 

authenticating his claim and authorizing the payment of 

$52.15 for his services. 

After the Annexation of Texas to the U.S.A. in February 

1846,a war had to be fought to settle the boundary dispute 

between Texas and Mexico, and once more John B. Bachman 

answered the call of duty. The first battles of the Mexican 

War were fought on May 8 and 9, 1846, near Brownsville, at 

Palo Alto and at Resaca de la Palma, and Texas Rangers served 

as scouts for Gen. Zachary Taylor's army. John B. was among 

them, and later he was to tell son Ray how the scouts concealed 

themselves so they could overlook the road at Palo Alto to 

watch for the Mexicans. When they came in sight around a little 

bend, a signal was given to the American force for the attack. 

A number pf the Rangers went with Taylor on into Mexico, but 

John B. returned to his home, probably because his first child 

had been born two months before and had died after three days. 

In I843 he had returned to Carroll County, Miss. We do 

not know just when he had met Elizabeth Caroline Ritchie, but 

by December of that year they were engaged to be married. She 

was the daughter of Hugh Williamson Ritchie and his wife, 

Esther Alexander, and lived in Lafayette County near Sarepta. 

Apparently^ he had thought to settle in Carroll County, 
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more than likely as a school teacher, but on December 21, 

1843, he wrote to tell her that he had decided to become a 

missionary, and he asked her to consider the change required 

of her to be the wife of an itinerant. Two more letters written 

in the spring of 1844 reiterated his intentions. 

On September 5* 1844, John Benecke Bachman and Elizabeth 

Caroline Ritchie were married in Lafayette County, Miss., the 

rites performed by the Rev. J. Patterson, C. P. Almost immedi­

ately they set out for their new home in the Republic of Texas. 

They were the parents of eight children, the first three born 

in Mississippi, as Elizabeth wanted to be with her people 

when the children came. Each time they would load their few 

prized possessions on an oxcart and set out, walking and some­

times riding. After the child was born, they would make their 

way back to Texas to remain until time to go again. It took 

seven one-way trips before Elizabeth was sufficiently weaned 

away from her family that she didn't have "to go home". We 

have no record of her ever going back to Mississippi after 1850. 

As a Ranger, John B. was often away from home overnight, 

and many a night Elizabeth sat with hatchet in hand to protect 

her children from Indians who, she knew, were around her house. 

Fortunately she never had to use the hatchet.

The Masonic records of Oxford Lodge, No. 33, Oxford, 

Lafayette County, Miss., for I847 show that John B. Bachman was 

initiated as Entered Apprentice. It is assumed that he took 

the other two degrees to become a Master Mason, but when and 

where we do not know. 

The I85O Census listed John Bachman as a Methodist preacher. 

He and his family were in Austin County, Texas, and in the same 

dwelling was Ben Cheek with his family. His daughter later 

married John Pinckney Atkinson, a nephew of John's. 

At the Texas Annual Conference of the Methodist Episcopal 

Church, South, held at Chappell Hill on December 17, 1854, 

John B. Bachman was ordained a' Deacon,'the certificate signed 

by Bishop John Early. 

The i860 Census of Austin County showed John to be a 

farmer; in 1870 he was in DeWitt County and shown to be a 

teacher; in 1380, still in DeWitt, he was a farmer. 

He taught in various schools in Washington, Austin, 

Lavaca, DeWitt, and Gonzales Counties, and he served at least 

one term as Sheriff of Gonzales County. 
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During the Civil War years_, he was teaching and did not 

go to war; however, he was not entirely in sympathy with the 

Secessionists, though several nephews were in the Confederate 
» 

Army. On November 11, 1865, he took the Oath of Amnesty, and 

his name was placed on the Register of Lavaca County as a voter. 

DeWitt County was the scene of the longest and bloodiest 

feud in the history of Texas, with the Taylors and their follow­

ers on one side and the Suttons and their party on the other. 

A persistent legend is that the two families had feuded in 

another state before coming to Texas. It began in DeWitt County 

at Christmas 1368 with the killing of Buck Taylor in connec­

tion with the sale of some horses. A Sutton would be killed, 

then a Taylor ambushing, assassination, lynching the feud 

raged, spreading into adjoining counties; however, the feud 

proper ended late in 1875* During this time DeWitt County was 

in terrible confusion, and people who wished to live there were 

forced to take sides. John B. Bachman with his family lived at 

Clinton and Terryville during those seven years and, no doubt, 

had friends among both the Suttons and the Taylors, but we do 

not know any particulars regarding his sympathies. 

Sometime in the early l880's the Bachmans joined a number 

of other families who were moving from DeWitt out to Mason 

County to settle at Pontotoc, located in the extreme, northeast 

corner of the county. At least two of the sons Joe and R a y — 

were teachers in the San Fernando Academy located there. 

About 1888" when Santa Anna was on a boom because the 

Santa Fe Railroad was bringing settlers to Coleman County, the 

family moved once more. They bought property on the side of 
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Santa Anna Mountain, and John B. spent the remainder of his 

days there. 

He held the office of Justice of the Peace and was a 

Notary Public. Beatrice Grady Gay in her book Into the 

Setting Sun, published about 193&, had this to say on page 74: 

"Speaking about derby hats brings another familiar figure to 

mind, the Notary Public. One of childhood's most vivid recol­

lections is of Santa Anna's Notary Public, J. B. Bachman. As 

he walked down the street, clad always in clerical black and 

square-topped derby hat, tapping the board sidewalk with his 

cane as he came, he certainly impressed the youth of his age 

with the dignity of the law." 

Finally, after an illness dropsy that lasted six 

months or more, John Benecke Bachman died on Hay 7, 1906, 

just twenty-three days short of his eighty-sixth birthday. 

He was laid to rest in Evergreen Cemetery. 

In 1907 Ray Eachman moved his family to West Texas, his 

mother going with him. She died at Stanton in I908 and was 

buried there. Ray hoped that some time he could move his 

mother's remains back to Santa Anna to rest beside those of 

his father, and he would put up a double marker to their memory. 

The years were hard and he was never able to do what he wanted. 

In later years a granddaughter, after trying in vain to locate 

John B.'s grave,had a marker placed near the old area of the 

cemetery in Santa Anna with this inscription: 

" In this area lie the remains of 

John Benecke Bachman 

A citizen of the Republic of Texas 

1820-1906 
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A Texas Ranger under the command of 

Capt. John Eird—1839" 

A marker has been placed in the Evergreen Cemetery at 

Stanton over the remains of Ray's mother, inscribed 

"A citizen of the Republic of Texas 

Elizabeth Caroline Ritchie 

1826-1908 

wife of 

John Eenecke Eachman" 

MY MEMORIES OF GRANDFATHER JOHN 3. BACHMAN 

Written by a grandson, Jasper F." Atkinson, April 16, 19.62 

My first memories of Santa Anna and Grandfather must have 
been before my mother's death. The only part I remember was 
Grandpa sending me with a basket to pick up chips at the wood­
pile and how Joann Thigpen intercepted me and took me and the 
basket and how mad and scared I was at her. 

My father took Smith and I to stay with Grandpa and Grandma 
in 1900. We stayed until 1904 best I remember.Grandpa was a 
deeply religious man. I never remember him being sick—him or 
Grandma either. I never remember him making small talk or making 
jokes. He would walk up and down the front porch singing hymns— 
he had a good voice. He read from his Bible about one or two 
hours every morning—then walked to the P.O. to get the mail, 
then back to read up on current events. He had a remarkable mem­
ory and could read a poem a couple of times and repeat it word 
for word afterwards. He was a great student of world affairs. He 
subscribed to the Sunday editions of the St. Louis Post-Dispatch, 
Dallas News, Chicago News, Saturday Blade—also magazines—The 
Review of Reviews, Outlook, Harper's, Atlantic Monthly, and many 
other periodicals—and had them in rotation in book shelves—year 
by year. He also got Reports from the Smithsonian Institute— 
every year. I honestly believe he would go hungry to pay for his 
books and magazines. He held family prayers before going to bed. 
I don't remember either him or -Grandma ever going to church tho. 
We never had visitors or visited—from the town. Uncle Ray was 
away all day and only came home at night. 

Grandpa seemed to live in a different world from trie rest 
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of us. Little Boys were to be seen and not heard and at meal 
time we eat what was in front of us and no talk. If he rebuked 
Smith or I sometimes Grandma would take up for us, then Grandpa 
would say, "Now, Elizabeth, that's enough," and Grandma said 
no more. 

Now little Grandma was different—she loved us—we were her 
two little boys—and we (I know I did) worshiped her. She would 
take us in her arms, tell us stories. She knew many. Every night 
before we went to bed, Grandma told us a story. She was Scotch 
and had a different one most every night. After the story we 
knelt at her knees with our heads in her lap and said our prayers. 
After (ward) she would tuck us in bed. She v/as in her 70s then 
but I remember she did all the housework—cooking—hcusecleaning— 
washing clothes, etc. 

On Sundays Smith and I went to Sunday School in the morning 
and Jr. League in the afternoon and stayed dressed up all day. 
That was one day we couldn't go out and play. All the rest of the 
time—after school and all vacation time—we run wild like a 
couple of Indian kids. We played on the mountain back of the 
house—in the caves—reck quarry—sand pit, etc., and only came 
home to eat and sleep. 

We didn't have a well for water. We had an underground cis­
tern that collected the water from the roof when it rained and 
(we) had to draw water from it with a bucket. We had a well in 
the front yard but it was mostly dry and had some planks over the 
top and us kids were to keep away from it and we did. 

We would help Grandma with her work—Grandpa and Grandma were 
real pioneers. Grandma told me of the first cookstove she ever seen, 
and what a wonderful tiling she thought it was when she seen it, as 
she had always cooked on an open fireplace. She also told of the 
first R.. R. train she ever rode on. It was a' narrow guage R. R. 
that run from San Felipe to Houston—took all day. If someone 
killed a deer, they would stop and let them get off for it. 

I guess after they both died Uncle Ray sold the place—did he 
move to Stanton next? As I remember, you would have a mine of in­
formation about the family if all Grandpa's things had been saved. 
Grandpa saved everything of importance. There were trunks and 
boxes full of letters and papers upstairs in the bookroom, and 
I would say hundreds of books and magazines. If you ever go to 
Santa Anna, see if you can get any information at the "Santa Anna 
News". Grandpa wrote stories about Indian battles, etc., for it. 
I believe it was a weekly then. As best I remember, S. Anna had 
only about 1,000 pop. when I lived there. 

You know sometimes I wonder just why our people were such 
loners. Why they wandered so much. Why they never stayed together 
more. Their graves are scattered all over Texas—Bellville, 
Austin, Temple, Santa Anna, El Paso, Houston. Sam Houston was 
right—we shouldn't have seceded from the Union—it was our ruin­
ation. The hardships and heartbreak, and to see their work—and 
lands go down the drain. 
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What I have wrote about our grandparents isn't much. I 
will be 70 my next birthday and a lot of things a small boy 
8-12 should remember he just doesn't. 

I remember the first time I met your mother. Uncle Ray 
brought her to see Grandpa and Grandma, and I remember when he 
brought her home as his bride. She brought a briteness and joy 
to the house and evidently took the burden of that big house off 
our little grandma's shoulders. 

As I remember the house was 2 stories—3 rooms and the 
kitchen downstairs and 3 rooms upstairs. It had a downstairs 
front porch and an upstairs porch. The front porch was about 
8-10 feet off the ground, while the kitchen dug in on the side 
of the mountain. Wonder if you have a picture of that house. 
Uncle Ray's land, I believe 10 acres (It might have been more.) 
included a rock quarry, sand pit, and a lime kiln on it. 

Aunt Minnie changed things for us kids—she let us get a 
dog. We named her Queenie. I caught a baby raven. Aunt Minnie 
showed us how to raise it. And when the dog broke its leg, Aunt 
Minnie splinted it up, and it mended just like new. This raven 
was a great pet—never was in a cage—flew at large. We took him 
to El Paso with us when we left. 

My father got married again and came and got Smith and I 
and took us to El Paso in 1904. I believe we left just before 
you were born.* So ended our stay with our grandparents and 
Uncle Ray. 

We went from a home where there was harmony and love—where 
there never was any argument or controversy. I can truthfully 
say our stay in Santa Anna was the only period of normal child-
life I ever had. 

I am proud to be a grandson of John B. Bachman, the only 
really great man I have ever known—a man of integrity, humility, 
and honor. Minister, Teacher, a devout Christian, Patriot, 
Pioneer—and a friend and follower of his friend and teacher— 
John Wesley. He told me he could have rode 19 miles once in his 
youth and met George Washington.*-*

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RAY BACHMAN 

The family Bible records the birth of James Frederick 

Ray Bachman on November 25, 1862. As a small child he was 

called "Ray",and he used the one name throughout his life. He 

said the name Ray probably was for a mathematician whom his 

father admired. He was the seventh of the eight children— 

six sons and two daughters—of John Benecke Bachman and his 

wife, Elizabeth Caroline Ritchie, whose mother was Esther 
* 

Alexander, granddaughter of the Robert Alexander who estab­

lished the school which later became Washington and Lee 

University at Lexington, Virginia. 

He was born at Evergreen, a thriving little town of some 

four hundred inhabitants located about eight'miles north of 

the present town of Giddings. It was in that part of Washing­

ton County which became part of Lee County, organized in 1874. 

Long ago the town disappeared after it was by-passed by a 

railroad and people moved away. Ray's father was a teacher 

tliere in 1862. The scliool was across the road from a big tree. 

The old Evergreen tree is still there—an enormous live 

oak with a trunk six or seven feet in diameter and a very wide 

spread. The State Historical Survey Committee of Texas has 

erected a marker under the tree with this inscription: 

"Old Evergreen Tree 

Said to have sheltered in 1714 explorer Louis St. Denis 

— probably first white man ever here. Site of pioneer 

court trials in 1870's. 

Recorded Texas Historical Landmark, 1967" 
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Ray lived in the "Coast Country", as he called it, until 

he was grown. His earliest recollections included the house 

where he lived, which had a breezeway. Most of the year the 

family ate their meals at a table set up in the sbiade of a 

tree, and except in bad weather they slept outside the house. 

He remembered the big road that ran not far frorr. the house 

and the creaking and rumbling of oxcarts. It was something 

for him to look forward to when his mother made apple turn­

overs and he took some to sell to the drivers of the oxcarts 

when they came along. They paid him two cents for each pie'. 

They were carrying freight to and from Indianola, which was a 

main Gulf port at that time. One driver at intervals would go 

down to Matagorda Bay with an empty cart, fill it with sea-

shells,^ go back up country and peddle them out. Ray also knew 

about "Damyankees" and "blue bellies". 

Early in his life he was converted to Christianity and 

joined the Methodist Episcopal Church, South. In those days 

church membership was regarded as a serious thing; and when 

a person conducted himself in a way unbecoming to a member, 

he often was brought before an investigating committee that 

could and sometimes did vote to drop him from the church roll. 

As a very young man Ray took the Temperance Oath, and during 

all the days of his life he never forgot it. He lived up 

to the oath he had taken. 

Ray was always to remember three storms. Once while he 

was riding along on horseback, he was caught in a bad storm 

with rain falling in sheets and much thunder and lightning. 
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He caught a glimpse of a big oak tree away down the road 

and tried to hurry along to seek its shelter. Eut before he 

had gone very far, lightning struck that tree and literally 

splintered it'. 

Another time he was traveling through the country and 

about nightfall came to a house where he stopped and asked 

to spend the night.It was the custom of the time to offer 

hospitality to strangers, so the family welcomed him and 

invited him in. After supper the mother put the children to 

ted, and later a young lady school teacher who was staying 

with them returned home from an outing with some of the young 

people of the community. She mentioned that a storm was brew­

ing, and Ray stepped to the door, intending to look out to 

see about the weather. At that moment a "cyclone" struck. 

When he came to, he still had his hand on the doorknob and 

the door was intact. The rest of the house had blown away. 

He doubted that any of the family would be found alive, but 

after a short time all were accounted for except two little 

girls. They looked around as best they could in the darkness, 

and after a while they found the two children asleep in their 

bed, just as their mother had tucked them in earlier in the 

evening. Strange things, "cyclones".' 

Ray had the experience of another storm and went to a 

cellar for safety. The house blew over on the cellar, and he 

and others would have been trapped if there had not been an 

axe in the cellar. During the remainder of his life he never 

would take shelter in a cellar. He preferred to take his 

chances on top of the ground. 
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After the family moved to Pontotoc, Ray taught school for 

seven years in Llano, San Saba, and Mason Counties. In those 

days a would-be teacher took an examination for a Second Class 

or a First Class Certificate, and the certificate had to be 

renewed from time to time. This was before the day of graded 

schools. 

In after years he would tell about a certain little girl 

whom he called up for her reading lesson. She was "reading" 

along without missing a word when all at once he noticed that 

she wasn't even looking at the book. She was looking out the 

window, watching some goats go up the hill. She was reciting 

from memory.' Right then and there lie put her with a more ad­

vanced reading group. McGuffey's Reader and Webster's Elemen­

tary Spelling Book, commonly called the "Blue Back Speller", 

were textbooks. 

Ray's brother. Joe, who always used his three initials— 

J. W. R.—was also a teacher. One of his pupils was a big, 

overgrown boy and a very slow learner. The boy tried but he 

just couldn't seem to learn. One day the boy's father, a 

prosperous farmer, came to see Joe to find out why the boy was 

having so much difficulty. After a while Joe said, "Well, Mr. 

So-and-So, your son just does not have the capacity." Then the 

father ran his hand down into his pocket and said, "Teacher, 

you tell me how much a capacity costs, and I'll have one sent 

out from New Orleans for my son." 

Ray met with the trustees of one district to apply for a 

teaching position, and they told him they were not able to 
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keep a teacher, as the big boys of the school,aided and 

abetted by rowdy cowboys in the area, were in the habit of 

running the teacher off soon after the school term started. 

This had been going on for several years. The cowboys delight­

ed in breaking up any school entertainment; for example, at 

Christmas they would wait until the program got under way; 

then they would enter the building with much hollering and 

loud guffawing. They would throw a rope over the tree, drag it 

outside, jump on their horses and away they would go with it. 

Seemingly, no one could stop the unruly gang. 

Ray told the trustees that if they would give him the 

position, he could and would handle the situation. They did 

and he did. School opened, and almost at once Ray started his 

pistol practice on Saturday and Sunday afternoons. He was a 

crack shot; he could toss up a silver dollar and plug it .on 

the way down. He let it be known that he carried a gun at all 

times in an arm holster under his coat. Needless to say, sehool 

got underway and progressed without any trouble, and there was 

no further interference with school programs. Such was a 

teacher's life on the Texas frontier in the 80'si 

During these years Texas cattle in large herds were driven 

up the trail to shipping points in Kansas and elsewhere. From 

comments that Ray made in later life, we think that he and' his 

brother Andy tried thAeir hands at being drovers. He told about 

guarding the herd at night, along with other cowboys, and how 

he would sing to quiet the cattle to keep them from stampeding. 

He had guard duty regardless of the weather, and when there was 
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thunder and lightning with rain falling in torrents, he had 

a difficult time. 

Sometime in the late 80's Ray and Joe decided to go over 

to Palo Pinto County to look at the land that had been patent­

ed to their father, so they set out on horseback. They got up 

as far as the vicinity of Stephenville and came to a fork in 

the road. There they tossed a coin to see which way they would 

go and they went to the right. It didn't really matter at that 

time whether they saw the land or not. Texas was so big with 

such a vast amount of land that they could not possibly fore­

see that it would ever be very valuable. There probably never 

would be enough people in Texas to take up all tlie land, so 

they thought, and their father never claimed the grant because 

land was so plentiful in those days. 

Ray and Joe were always close, even though there was thir­

teen years between them. Two of the three boys between them— 

William Henry Bascom and Jchn Thomas Mills—were dead by I87O, 

and Charles Nelson Andrew, also a teacher, died in the l880's. 

The older sister, Mary Catharine, had married in 1874, and the 

younger one, Birdie, was still at home when the family moved 

to Santa Anna about I89O. 

For a number of years Joe had felt the call to the minis­

try, but he did not surrender until about I89I, and the next 

year he became an itinerant Methodist preacher. He married in 

I895. Birdie had married in I892., and Ray was left with the 

care of the aging parents. When the Spanish-American War broke 

out in April I898, he wanted to volunteer for the Army,but on 

account of his parents he did not. Twenty years later he volun-
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teered for World War I, but his age was against him by that 

time and he was not accepted. 

For a time Ray worked with a bonding company, but be­

cause he had to be away from heme so much he gave up this 

work. 

Sometime in 1903 while in Brownwood on a business trip, 

Ray met the woman who would be his wife—Minnie Dumas, whose 

real name was Nancy Emily Lumina. The oldest girl in the family, 

she was named for her two grandmothers and her own mother, but 

during her late teens she chose to be called "Minnie". She was 

born in Lampasas County on November 2 5, 1880, the very day 

that Ray observed his eighteenth birthday. In the late 1890's 

the Dumas family had moved to Coleman, and v/hen Ray and Minnie 

met, she was working in Brownwood. On June 8, 1904, they were 

married in the Methodist Church in Coleman, with the ceremony 

performed by the Rev. W. H. Matthews. 

After their honeymoon in Mineral Wells, they- returned to 

Santa Anna to his parents' home, where they lived until Septem­

ber 1907. During that time two daughters were born to them: 

Minnie Ray and Mariana. 

With Ray's knowledge of mathematics, he had taught himself 

to do land surveying and had qualified for that kind of work. 

By 1907 the western part of the state was attracting more and 

more settlers, and with the prospect of a railroad from Amarillo 

by way of Stanton and San Angelo tc San Antonio and Corpus 

Christi the country was really booming. Ray left his family in 

Santa Anna and made a prospecting trip to West Texas. In Stanton 
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he met a man who represented Wall Street interests backing the 

new railroad, and it did not take this promoter long to sell 

him on the potential of the railroad and the development that 

would follow. On September 20, 1907, the Bachman family arrived 

to make Stanton their home, and they remained tb.ere until Sep­

tember 12, 1919, when they moved to Weatherford. 

With the Panic of 1908 hopes for the railroad were dashed, 

but with the settling of the land there was demand for Ray's 

services as a land surveyor.- He held the office of Surveyor of 

Martin County and for a time was also District Surveyor. He 

helped to lay out Andrews and Gaines Counties when they were 

organized, and also he helped to establish the corner of the 

state line between Texas and New Mexico. 

During the twelve years the Bachmans lived in Stanton, the 

parents were faithful workers in the Methodist Church. He was. 

a member of the Woodmen of the World, and she of the Woodman 

Circle. Besides their church and lodge work, both of them were 

interested in doing wbiatever they could to improve the cultural 

climate of the town of Stanton. 

About 1915 Pay had the opportunity to take a hundred fami­

lies to Mexico for a new settlement about a hundred miles below 

Mexico City, which would be called Pineappleville. He considered 

the proposition seriously but decided not to make the venture 

because of the chaotic condition of the Mexican government at 

that time. 

In 1919 he learned that Parker County was in need of a sur­

veyor, as there had been a resignation. He applied for the place 
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and was appointed by the Commissioners Court on June 9, 1919* 

This was during the Ranger oil boom, and there was much survey­

ing to be done in Parker County and also in adjoining counties. 

Ray was elected to this office at the next election'and for ' 

several terms thereafter. 

By establishing the family in Weatherford, Ray could give 

his daughters a better opportunity for a good education, and he 

encouraged them continually to take advantage of their opportu­

nity. Both girls graduated from Weatherford High School and 

went on to graduate from Weatherford Junior College and later 

from Texas Technological College, now Texas Tech University. 

One of the girls attended Stanford University in California and 

received a Master of Arts degree. 

The opportunity came for the girls' mother to attend Weath­

erford College, wbiich she entered on individual approval, as 

she had had very little formal education while she was growing 

up. She worked off all conditions, graduated and went from there 

to Texas Tech. Probably the proudest day cf Ray Bachman's life 

was that day in August 1930, when Texas Technological College 

conferred a Bachelor of Arts degree on his wife. She became 

librarian at Weatherford High School and had almost completed 

the work for a degree in Library Science from Texas State 

College for Women at Denton, when she died on January 31, 1933• 

Ray was to live through one more storm which he would 

never forget. In September 1933 he was in the Lower Rio Grande 

Valley, visiting daughter Mariana, who was teaching at Olmito. 

A hurricane struck that part of the state, with.force and fury. 

From the small cottage where she lived, they watched, helpless, 
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praying that the raging wind and torrential rain would subside. 

After a while the wind died down but not before it-had uprooted 

a tree which fell across the entrance to the house, making it 

impossible to open the door. They were trapped and frustrated 

because they could not walk in the yard during the calm while 

the eye of the hurricane was passing. After an hour or so the 

wind came howling from the opposite direction with just as much 

fury and lifted the tree away from the door. The next day they 

got out in his pickup to see what damage the storm had done, 

and they drove north to Harlingen. The seven miles of highway 

from San Benito to Harlingen was under water, but they made it. 

Later Ray would chuckle and tell about something he had never 

seen before: A great big catfish crossed the road in front of 

him while he was driving along.' 

During the latter part of his life Ray operated a small 

business, selling seeds and plants. His business expanded until 

he had customers from all over Parker County and from the sur­

rounding area as well. Day by day he came in contact with many 

persons, and when not busy he could and did spend hours in con­

versation, discussing past events, politics of the day, and 

religious subjects. 

He spent his last years in Lubbock and then Brownwood, 

where he died on May 17, 1949- He was ̂ buried beside' his wife in 

Evergreen Cemetery in Weatherford on May 19• On his marker is 

inscribed the quotation from Matthew 5^8—"Blessed are the 

pure in heart, for they shall see God." 
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MARIA BACHMAN ATKINSON 

Maria Bachman, the oldest child of John Bachman/Baughman 

and Mary Catharine Barbara Binnicker, was married to John 

Atkinson on July 17, 1817, just two weeks before she turned 

sixteen. He was born May 4, 1793, i^ North Carolina, and she 

was born on August 1, l801, in South Carolina at Charleston, 

so say her descendants. We do not know how long the young couple 

remained in South Carolina, but they heard the "Call of the 

West" and joined the westward migration early in their married 

life. Ten children were born in Alabama. They moved on until 

1835 found them in Austin's Colony in Texas between the Brazos 

and Colorado Rivers, where they were neighbors to William Earrett 

Travis and to the early Anglo settler, Jared Groce. Four more 

children were born in Texas. 

We know nothing of John Atkinson's activities during the 

summer and fall of 1835, when feeling was running high as the 

Texians, as they were called (sometimes Texicans), talked of 

revolting against Mexico, and they did make a stand at Gonzales 

in October when Mexican forces attempted to take possession of 

a cannon. 

Sometime in the early part of 1836 John Atkinson joined 

Houston's Army. To the west in San Antonio Travis, Bowie, and 

Bonham were making themselves and their men secure in the Alamo, 

later to be joined by David Crockett and his band of faithful 

Tennesseans. In January Sam Houston had been appointed General 

of the Texas Army and had sent word by Jim Bowie to San Antonio 

to abandon the Alamo, but for various reasons at the time the 

leaders thought they could hold out against whatever Mexican 
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forces might come. But not so; as a result, the whole world 

would P̂ ear about the Alamo and the bravery of the 182 men who 

perisb.ed there on March 6. 

Santa Anna wanted to teach the Texas rebels a lesson; so 

from San Antonio he started east to pounce upon the main Texas 

Army. The word spread like wildfire that the Mexicans were coming, 

and Houston ordered the evacuation of the towns and communities 

along the way. Gonzales was burned so that the Mexicans would 

find nothing there. People everywhere concealed their prized 

possessions or took them along in any way they could as they fled 

ahead of the Mexican Army. Panic filled the air and people headed 

toward the Louisiana border as fast as they could—a pell-mell 

rush. 

Maria Atkinson and her eight children were caught up in the 

"Runaway Scrape". They emptied their cabin, buried all nonperish-

ables except their most prized possession—a thigh-high Seth 

Thomas mantel clock— and some balls of spun cotton. Then they 

planted the earth with fast-growing mustard. She did not Piave a 

wheeled vehicle available; so they took the barrel from the water-

slide (a heavy, clumsily-built sled) and replaced it with a box 

into which they put provisions, their precious clock, and the 

cotton. They yoked the slide to their pair of oxen and left with 

the three youngest children riding on the sled as they lumbered 

down to Groce's Crossing on the Erazos. The mother and the older 

children were walking. 

Jared Groce took no part in the evacuation, as he had his 

private military to protect his property. Besides, he was middle-

aged and paralyzed in both arms. When he saw the Atkinsons with 

their heavy, unwieldy waterslide, he told them they would not 
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fare very well with such poor transportation; so he lent them 

a high-wheeled Mexican cart in which they could all ride. He 

promised to keep the clock and balls of cotton until their 

return. Rumbling and creaking, they drew into the cavyyard 

(Spanish corruption common to early Texans) of families in ox­

carts or afoot driving cattle, children on milk cows, dogs 

weaving in and out scenting wild game. 

The refugees traveled eastward for weeks, sleeping nights 

around open campfires until a rider overtook them with Houston's 

final order: "Turn back.' The war is over.' The Mexicans are 

leaving Texas.' " 

Returning to Groce's Crossing, Maria found her box broken 

open, the clock's lead weiglits missing, along with the balls of 

cotton. Houston's Army had passed that way and, like all armies, 

had taken what was needed: the lead to mold into bullets and the 

cotton to braid into bridles for horses. Eack home she and the 

children retrieved the iron cook vessels from under tlie growing 

mustard and they set their cabin in readiness. In after years 

they would often tell of their adventures during the spring of 

1836 in the "Runaway Scrape". 

Maria was never again to leave her home on the hill above 

Bellville. She died there on August 4, 1863. 

John Atkinson was at San Jacinto, but he did not participate 

in the battle. He was with the detail left at the Upper Encampment 

at Harrisburg, under Major Robert McNutt, to guard the baggage. 

He was in Company E, First Regiment, under command of Captain 

Kuykendall. For his services he was granted 320 acres of Bounty 

Land. Later John Atkinson was a Texas Ranger under Captain John 
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Bird, but for some reason he did not answer the muster call on 

March 1, 1839; instead his young brother-in-law, John Eenecke 

Bachman,went as his substitute. 

On April 18, 1867, John Atkinson was married to Hozelle. 

Wilkins. He died in January, I875.

Sherwood Young Reams was at ths Alamo, but he escaped the 
massacre because he was taken sick with the measles. He 
was sent away in a covered wagon to Gonzales, and from 
there he went on to his home, arriving on January 6, I836. 
Earlier S.Y.Reams had been commissioned a second lieuten­
ant in a company of artillery at the Alamo. There had been 
fighting in and around San Antonio since the first day of 
December, 1835- Reams suffered a relapse of the measles 
and was very sick, but by March 1 he was able to leave 
home to- answer an appeal for help from the commander at 
the Alamo. He went to Gonzales, intending to go on with 
two six-pound brass cannon, but news came of tiie fail of 
the Alamo on March 6, and he and his company were com­
pelled to retreat. Advised that Santa Anna was near, they 
rolled the two cannon into the Guadalupe River and went 
back to the Brazos. As Santa Anna continued eastward, Sam 
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Houston and his army played a cat-and-mouse game with 
him, ever drawing the Mexicans closer to San Jacinto. 
At Harrisburg Houston left a force of two hundred men 
under Major McNutt to guard the baggage. Thus both 
Sherwood Reams and the man who would become his father-
in-law, John Atkinson, did their part for San Jacinto, 
the battle fought on April 21, 1836.

John Pinckney Atkinson, when a mere boy, served with Somer­
vell's Army on the Rio Grande. He was to have teen with the 
Mier Expedition, late in 1842 but failed to make connection 
by an hour. He wanted to trail the expedition, but an elder 
neighbor, Benjamin L. Cheek, who later became his father-
in-law, persuaded the youth to give up the idea, as P̂e 
would have to cress the prairie alone in the face of hos­
tile Indians. 

Twenty years later John ?. Atkinson served in the Confeder­
ate Army, Company H, 26th Texas Cavalry.

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Unlike his father and his grandfather, Jasper Newton 
Atkinson did not see military service. As a young man 
he probably went on more than one trail drive to take 
cattle from Texas to shipping points in Kansas, Nebraska, 
and other mid-western states. One such drive was written 
up as a feature story by his daughter-in-law, Dr. Mary 
Jourdan Atkinson (who was also his second cousin), and 
published in the Feature Section of the Dallas Morning 
News, Dallas, Texas, Sunday, December 8, 1929- He related 
his experiences under the title'"A Ride for Life on the

buffalo skeletons was something more than singing sooth­
ing songs and roping wild turkeys." 

J. N. joined John Sauls and Bob Armstrong, partners, 
headquartered at Round Reck. They were gathering three 
outfits to move a big herd up the trail to Nebraska. 
There were thirty-six cowboys, three chuckwagons filled 
with supplies, three cooks, three hostlers, herd bosses 
and owners. Al Boyce was a third partner, but he sold 
out to the others. 

Up the trail they went, going through electrical storms 
when lightning appeared to dance around on tlie horns of 
the cattle and fighting their way through torrential 
rainstorms. Always the drovers had tc watch for stam­
pedes and try to curb them. They went from Liberty Hill 
up through Coleman County and on to Fort Griffin. Swim­
ming the herd across the Erazos and other streams was no 
small accomplishment. There were encounters with Indians 

Tonkawas and Comanches. Finally thev reached Dodge 
City and from^went on to Oglelallah on the North Platte 
River in Nebraska. There they sold everything and 
returned home on the train after two and a half months 
on the trail. 

After a few years J. N. Atkinson secured employment with 
the railroad, and as far as is known he continued that 
line of work until the age of retirement.

The above two sons of Jasper Newton Atkinson had many 
adventures in their youth. They lost their mother in 
1897, when they were seven and two years old. Before 
long the father remarried, but, of course, life was 
never the same for the two little boys. Relatives took 
care of them for a number of years, but early in their 
life they became independent and self-sustaining. Each 
boy had only himself to be responsible for, and each 
went his own way about the country, sometimes their 
paths crossing but more often not. 

World War I found both Jasper .Faulkner, known as "Jack", 
and Smith in the Navy, and after the war both of them 
remained in^the Merchant Marine. Jack was a Chief Engi­
neer for 22f years. In 1925 lie began his connection 
with the Ford Motor Company ship M. S. East Indian and 
stayed with her until the spring of 1942., when he was 
among many of the crew members who for one reason or 
another did not embark on what turned out tc be the 
last voyage of that ship, which in November was tor­
pedoed by a German submarine off the coast of South. 
Africa, with only a few survivors. Jack felt that doing 
shipyard work in 1942 was just as important as going 
to sea and much less dangerous. 

In 1926 Jack had been elected to membership in the 
Society' of Naval Architects and Marine Engineers, an 
organization for the promotion of improvement in ship 
building and the acquisition and diffusion of practic 
and scientific knowledge in all that pertains the ret "• 
The certificate of membership, issued from New York, 
November 14, 1926, was one of his most prized posses­
sions; another was a painting of the M. 5. East Indian 
by the Japanese artist, Kakisawa of Yokohama in 192c. 

Smith received his first license in 1920. He worked 
on various ships in the Gulf of Mexico, the Mississippi 
River, the Intercoastal Canal and other waters. In 1937 
came his Certificate of Service as a qualified member 
cf the Engine Department in the capacity of electrician, 
pumpman, deck engineer, water tender, oiler, fireman. 
On November 8, 1941, he was licensed by the Bureau of 
Marine Inspection ane Navigation District of Galveston, 
Texas. He was qualified for the position of Chief Engi­
neer of vessels propelled by internal combustion engines 
of not over 600 gross tons; he could act as 1st Assist­
ant on motor vessels not to exceed 600 gross tons and 
2nd Assistant Engineer on motor vessels of any gross 
tons. 

Following his many years at sea, Smith found employment 
as an electrician with the Houston Lighting and Power 
Company and he remained in that position until Pie 
retired in i960.

they was well and doing well F Jourdan has moved to the ya waw 
they was well.the 1st July S Y Reams lives in Mrs Meadfords house 
the county site of this county is moved from sanfilip within half 
a mile of the pine grove in the first grove on the road from there 
to Jones ferry it is not named yet it is to be named at the. next 
election it comes on the first monday in august I think it will be 
called Haysville it is a beautiful place and is improving verry 
fast there is no post office there yet but soon will be in your 
last letter to me you requested me write to you how the game and 
range holds out on Mill creek and Burnards as to that I see but 
little diference in it now and when you were here there, is plenty 
of deer and turkeys bears & the range is as good as ever and that 
is good enough for cattle and horses to keep fat all the winter 
though they are fatter on peach creek than they are here I am 
raising no crop atall this year but wagoning for a livelihood and 
that is very dull buisiness at this time oxen is worth but verry 
little at this time I have traded my oxen off and have got a mule 
team I think by haveing mules and going quick I can get plenty to 
do this fail and winter I have been unhealthy for about two years 
I lay it to a trip I took to nouston in July and was wadeing in 
the water all the time for about three weeks I come home about 
half sick and lingered along til Christmas then I was so weak and 
short winded that I had to quit wagoning and stay at home until 
spring since that time I have been geting beter all the time so 
now I am able to do a pretty good days work I by winter shal be 
healthy I think we received your letter the day before yesterday 
dated June the 21st and was glad to hear from you that you was 
well and that you was coming to texas I shal look for you by the 
twenty fifth of December you will have to be here your self to 
get your unconditional cirtificate for land no one else can get it

HENRY BACHMAN 

The third child , Henry, was born January 9, 1804. His 

descendants say in Lexington, South Carolina. We know nothing 

about his early life, but he was about sixteen years old when 
moved 

the family/to Georgia. The family Bible records Henry's marriage 

to Sarah Cargill on February 19, I829. By I836 she and her three 

children were dead. 

Henry was in Pickens County, Alabama, in October, I836, 

when he bought a parcel of thirty-nine and 47/100 acres of land 

in Carroll County, Mississippi, from Drury Sanders and his wife 

Rhoda, paying $500.00 for it. The deed was recorded in Carroll on 

November 24, 1838. 

On September 20, 1838, Henry was married tc Elizabeth 

Towers in Gwinnett County, Georgia. She was born in l8l4. They 

were the parents of twelve children. 

It is said that Henry accompanied his younger brother 

Charles to Carroll County, Mississippi, in I837. In all probabil­

ity these brothers were with their father, John, and all the 

Bachmans came in a group. 

The 1&40 Census shows Henry and his family in Yalobusha 
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County, which at that time joined Carroll on the north. Henry 

Caraway, his step-brother, was a neighbor. The year I850 found 

Henry, a farmer, in Pontotoc County, to the northeast of Carroll, 

where he remained until after his wife, Elizabeth, died Decem­

ber 12, I885. In I889 Henry was living in the home of sen Amos. 

Sometime later he went to Arkansas to be with son 7/illiam 

Henry. He died there September 6, I892, in Texarkana, and was 

buried at Magnet, Arkansas.

I joined Captain T. G. Clark's company the 29 of April

the 13 of December when we went to Goldsboro North Carolina 
where there was a little fight the 17 but fortunately we 
kept out of it we staid at that place til the 15 of Feb 
when we came to Franklin Virginia we are now six mile above 
Franklin on Blackwater River doing picket duty The pickets 
had a little fight at Franklin last week but there was little 
damage done 

Brother Archie is in Captain Williams Co Co K 17th Regt 
Miss Vol Fredericksburg Va I have not heared from home since 
the 24 of Feb they were all well at that time Joseph Binicher 
Bachman is in this Regiment Times are hard here and every 
thing high corn is worth six dollars per bushel pork one dol­
lar and fifty cents per lb peas six dollars per bushel eggs 
one dollar per dozen and everything according to what I have 
stated 

I think we will have a fight here some time during this 
spring though we have to wait for the wheels of time to tell 
us what will be done 

There is a great deal of talk about peace in this depart­
ment but I think there will be at least two large battles 
fought yet one in Mississippi and one in Virginia and maybe 
several others before peace is made but I do hope and trust 
that peace wil be made soon and let us return to our homes 
again

CHARLES BACHMAN 

The fourth child of John Bachman/Baughman and his wife 

Mary Catharine Binnicker was about fifteen years old when the 

family moved from their home in Barnwell County, South Carolina, 

across the Savannah River into Georgia. Charles Bachman was born 

January 11, I806. The family Bible records that he was married to 

Nancy Ann Peters on September 22, 1837. 

Hers was a Georgia family living in Fayette County. Her 

parents were George Peters and his wife Sarah West, daughter of 

Willis West, a Revolutionary soldier, and his first wife, Sallie 

Gainey. He fought in North Carolina, going from Bladen County. 

Nancy Ann Peters, born December 25, l8l6, was the fourth of 

thirteen children. The others were Jesse, I81O-I889; Coalin, 1812-

I878; Kella, 1815-1877; Elemine, b. l8l8; Sallie Emeline, b. 1820; 

Edna, b. I823, wife of Jacob Martin Bachman,. a first cousin of 

Charles; George, 1825-1912; Hilary, I827-I896; Hosea, I829-I9OO; 

Dorcas, b. I833; John,b. I836; and Susan, b. I837. 

The Eachman family arrived in Carroll County, Mississippi, 

sometime in I837, but it is not known whether Charles and Nancy 

Ann were with them or joined them later. However, the young 

couple was established in Carroll by 1838, as on November 7 of 

that year the father, John, gave all of his personal property 

into the keeping of son Charles. On February 26, 1846, Charles 

released the property to his father. During these eight years 

John made a visit to Texas. 

We do not know the exact whereabouts of Charles Eachman 

and his family during the years between 1838 and 1846. One 

Charles Dachman and family were listed in the 1840 Census of 
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DeKalb County, Georgia. Since the ages and sex of the children 

fit the family of our Charles, it is thought that he was there 

and the census enumerator was careless in writing the name. 

The last of the Indian lands in Mississippi was opened to 

settlers in I837, and that probably was the reason why the Bach­

man family went to Carroll County, which was in the Third Choctaw 

Cession of 1830. The Chickasaw Cession by treaties in 1832 and 

I834 completed the present land area of the state. Charles Each-

man of Carroll County, Mississippi, applied for a grant of land 

in the Chickasaw Cession. The 160 acres was located in Pontotoc 

County, and the Certificate of Registration was signed by John 

Tyler, President of the United States of America, "at the City 

of Washington, the ninth day of April in the year of our Lord one 

thousand eight hundred and forty-two and of the Independence of 

the United States the Sixty-sixth," recorded in the General Land 

Office of the United States in Volume 22, Page 20. 

It has been reported by a descendant that Charles Bachman 

was in the Mexican War, 1846-1848, but no record has been found. 

It is thought that he was wounded and therefore slow about getting 

back home when the war was over. When he did get home to Missis­

sippi, it was only to find that his family had gone to Georgia 

to be with Nancy Ann's people; so, slowly and painfully, he made 

his way toward Fayette County. Somewhere not far to the west of 

Fayette, he met the family, who had set out to return to Missis­

sippi; so he turned around and they made their way back to Carroll 

County. Charles Bachman died July 26, I850, possibly from compli­

cations with the wound. 

Another report is that Charles died enroute to Georgia. His 

family has not been found in the 1850 Census. 
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On February 2, I858, Nancy Ann Peters Bachman was married 

in Carroll County tc Demcey Beckwith, a widower with a daughter, 

Nancy, who probably was the Nancy Margaret Beckwith that married 

Frank Bachman, son of Jacob Martin Bachman. Nancy Ann and Demcey 

had two sons—Farwell Alexander and D. B. 

Two stories have come down about Nancy Ann which show her 

to have been a very spirited lady. We do not know the dates. She 

was a very shrewd person and had enough money to loan out. One 

day she went to collect a loan and was thrown out of the borrower's 

house. Sometime later the man was shot and killed while he was 

feeding some hogs. There were some people in the community who 

wondered whether Nancy Ann's nephew, whom she had raised, had any­

thing to do with the killing. She had a number of nephews and we 

do not know which one she had taken into her home. 

Once the school teacher flogged the nephew unmercifully. 

Nancy Ann felt that the punishment was unjust; so not long after­

wards she and her nephew went to the schoolhouse after hours to 

see him. Before the interview was over, she had the nephew to 

hold a gun on the teacher and she whipped him.' 

After Demcey Beckwith died, Nancy Ann made her home with her 

second daughter, Sarah Ann, who was married to Caswell Howard. 

On March 1, 1911, Nancy Ann died in her ninety-fifth year at the 

home of daughter Virginia Bachman Morgan and was buried in the 

Amory, Mississippi Masonic Cemetery.

MARYAN BACHMAN REAMS 

Born May 11, 1812, Maryan Bachman was listed in the 1850 

Census, age 38, with her father, John Bachman, in Carroll 

County, Mississippi. 

It is thought that she accompanied her father and other 

members of the family when they made the trip to Texas in 

December 1338. We do not know when they returned to Mississippi. 

Sarah Atkinson Reams, Maryan's niece, died in 1354, leaving 

six children. On December l8, 1855, in Austin County, Texas, 

Maryan married the widower, Sherwood Young Reams. Who better 

than a kinswoman to look after and mother the motherless 

children? 

Maryan had no children of her own. She died at Bellville 

on October 3; 1888, after her husband had died in June of that 

year. 
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VII 

NANCY BACHMAN DULANEY 

Nancy Bachman/Baughman was born in South Carolina on 

March 6, l8l4. She was married in Carroll County, Mississippi, 

on March 22, I838, to Isaac Dulaney. The 1850 Census shows them 

in Jackson County, Alabama, and he was age 34, born in Tennessee. 

He probably belonged to the same Dulaney family that intermarried 

with the Bachmans in East Tennessee—descendants of Samuel Bachman. 

In the fall of 1853 Nancy and her husband came from Alabama 

to Texas. Not long after they arrived on Galveston Island, Isaac 

died of cholera. She then went to Austin County to be with her 

relatives, and there on July l6, 1856, she died from a malignant 

fever. 

Isaac and Nancy had one son, John Nelson Dulaney, who was 

eleven years old in 1850. Little is known about his life, but her 

relatives must have taken care of the young Nelson after he was 

orphaned. Records in Washington County show that on July 4, l86l, 

he and Sarah M. Gregory were married by J. B. Bachman. After 

serving in the Confederate Army, he died March 17, I867. 

• » • • » • - * - * • * 

In this day and time obituaries give very little except the 

bare facts about a person's life, but formerly they gave so much 

more—the kind of life lived—the character, the hopes and aspi­

rations, and the manner in which he or she met Death. Some of 

the older obituaries were almost like sermons. 

We were fortunate to find in The Texas Baptist, published 

March 4, 1857, the obituary of Nancy Bachman Dulaney, signed by 

"J.B.3.", who had to be her younger brother John Benecke Bachman. 

It is quoted here in full. 
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OBITUARY 

We are often called to mourn the loss of loved ones; and 
were it not for the thought or hope of meeting in a far happier 
clime than this, how could we bear the pain of parting.' To the 
infidel death is an eternal sleep; while to the Christian it is 
only "putting off_mortality to be clothed in immortality." 
A few days ago we were called upon to witness the death of a 
beloved sister, one with whom we spent our happiest hours of child­
hood, and to us always lovely. Oh.' how painfully pleasing to recall 
the hours when that loved sister, now gone to Heaven, used to take 
us by the hand and lead us over the flowery lawn to gather flowers, 
or under the chestnut trees to gather nuts;.or, when the Sabbath 
morn came, to go with us to singing or Sabbath-school; and well do 
we remember the time when she joined the Baptist church, in 1835, 
in the twentieth year of her age; and when we saw her immersed, 
humbly submitting to the command of her blessed Savior. 

In 1838, she was married to Mr. Isaac Dulaney, and removed 
to Jackson County in Alabama., where she remained until the Autumn 
of 1853, when she removed to Texas. Her husband died on Galveston 
Island with cholera, and left her a "stranger in a strange land;" 
but she met with kind friends, and came on to Austin County, where 
her relatives lived. Here she remained nearly three years, and made 
many friends. On the 7th day of July, 1856, she was taken with 
fever, which soon developed itself as of a' malignant type. She 
lingered a few days, and then bid us all farewell. She told us 
calmly and without excitement, she was going to die; and that 
Heaven was her eternal home. She called me, and said she, "John, 
I have come to the very brink of Jordan; and to me it is a beauti­
ful stream, clear as crystal, and so narrow I can step over. it. I 
see Heaven and the angels, and can hear them singing. My troubles 
will soon be over—I shall shed no more tears J" After a while, 
said I, "Sister, have you no doubts but you will go to Heaven?" 
She answered, "No, not one.'" Said I, "Will you be saved by faith 
in Jesus?" She answered, "Yes, He is the only One can save me." 

She lingered two days more, and often spoke of Heaven as her 
home, and angels as her companions; and how sweet it was to lean 
her head on Jesus' breast and breathe her life out sweetly there. 
On the 16th she breathed her last. 

Thus died Mrs. Nancy Dulaney, in the 43rd year of her age. 
OJ it was the sublimest scene I ever saw, perfectly rational to 
the last—she spoke of death as a journey—of Heaven as her home— 
of no troubles nor sorrow—of joy unspeakable—exhorting her 
friends and relatives not to weep for her—but to rejoice that all 
had ended well—and to meet her in the glory land. 

FAREWELL DEAR SISTER, FOR THOUGH 

"Thou art gone to the grave, we will not deplore thee, 
Though sorrows and darkness encompass the tomb, 

Thy Savior has passed through its portals before thee; 
And the lamp of his love was thy guide through the 

gloom. 
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Thou art gone to the grave, we no longer behold thee; 
Nor tread the rough paths of the world by thy side; 

But the wide arms of his mercy are spread to enfold thee; 
And sinners may hope since the sinless has died. 

Thou art gone to the grave—and its mansions forsaking, 
Perchance thy weak spirit in fear lingered long, 

But the mild rays of paradise beamed on thy waking, 
And the sound which thou heardest, was the seraphim's 

song. 

Thou art gone to the grave—but we will not deplore thee, 
Whose God was thy ransom, thy guardian, thy guide:

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HARRIET EMILY BACHMAN JOURDAN 

Harriet was born October 16, l8l5, in South Carolina, the 

eighth child of John Bachman/Baughman and Mary Catharine Barbara 

Binnicker. The family Bible records that on December 10, I833, 

Harriet became tlie bride of Frederic Jourdan, born June 2, l8ll, 

in North Carolina. Where they were married and whether they joined 

her family in Carroll County, Mississippi, or accompanied them there 

from Alabama is not known, but apparently they were there with the 

Bachmans in 1838. 

Between I833 and 1838, three children were born to this couple 

and Frederic had made a trip to Texas. 

Harriet's oldest sister, Maria, and her husband, John Atkinson, 

had gone out to Texas and settled there early in I835. No doubt, 

reports from the older couple made Texas seem like a "promised land" 

to Harriet and Frederic; so in the spring of 1836 Frederic left 

Harriet and their two children behind and set out for that dis­

tant land that was already in the throes of becoming a Republic. We 

do not know about Frederic's experiences in Texas nor when he re­

turned for his family. 

On January 26, I838, Harriet relinquished her dower right in 

a parcel of land in Carroll County. Perhaps this was the first"of 

many things they considered necessary to do in making preparation 

for a move that would be permanent. It is thought that Frederic and 

Harriet Jourdan accompanied her father and other members of the 

family when they came to Texas late in I838. The Jourdans settled 

in the new Republic and spent the remainder of their lives here.. 

At first they were in Austin County with the Atkinsons; then 

they moved to Washington County. Sometime after 1850 the Jourdans 
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went to Travis County and settled north of the city of Austin on 

Walnut Creek. Frederic acquired land for raising cotton and kept 

adding to his holding until he had a sizeable plantation. 

The Civil War came on but he was an anti-secessionist; however, 

two sons and a son-in-law would give their lives for the Confederacy. 

Reconstruction days were not as hard for this family as for 

some. Many of the Blacks who had worked for them as slaves moved out 

to places of their own and became their neighbors, some of them 

living nearby. 

On the day Frederic sold his cotton crop in the fall of 1875, 

a band of masked men came after nightfall to rob him. Fortunately 

the money was not in the safe, as he had banked it in town, but the 

bandits did find $500.00, part of which belonged to one of the 

daughters-in-law. It was reported that the robbers were a gang from 

Manor, a nearby town. Other robberies occurred in the community and 

the courts went into action. The leader was called to account in 

Austin, and when it was whispered that the leader was about "to 

turn state's evidence to save his own hide", his confederates took 

matters into their own hands. 

Tragedy struck the family in l88l. One of the grandsons, coming 

home from down the country, brought the measles. He recovered but 

his grandmother and...mother were stricken and died, Harriet on March 

26 and daughter Mary threejdays later. They were buried in a cemetery 

plot near their home. Frederic died on October 13, I887. 

They were tlie parents of eleven children. Daughter Sally inher­

ited the home place . Her children, Laura Lewis Giles and Eugene 

Victor Giles, gave the property as a public memorial to Frederic 

and Harriet and their pioneer neighbors. It is now known as the 

Jourdan-Bachman Park. 
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DEDICATION OF JOURDAN-BACHMAN PARK 

In the name of my cousin, Eugene Victor Giles, I wish to 
dedicate this Jourdan-Bachman Park—the plantation homesite of 
our grandparents: Frederic Jourdan and Harriet Emily Bachman 
Jourdan—to their memory and to the memory of their pioneer friends 
and neighbors. 

And on behalf of of our extended living family, I wish to 
express our thanks to the Austin Natural Science Association for 
the past year's work in bringing Eugene's dream to reality, and in 
particular for the work of Doris and Carl Riedel. 

Since Doris, through one of her family lines, is a direct 
descendant of the Tonkawa who were resident here at this creek 
crossing for generations before Frederic and Harriet came, and who 
were, at the beginning, their nearest friends and neighbors, lt is 
especially appropriate that she and Carl should be residents in 
charge of this park which is to be forever a homesite to come back 
to for us all.

Oh.' how it pains me to write for I have sad 
news to communicate. Yes almost more than I can bear. 
Our dear mother is gone at last and too days later Mary 
Alford followed her to the grave. Both died of measles. 
Mother died 26 March and Mary on the 29th, too homes made 
desolate in such a short time of each other. What a change 
and such a sad one too. Mother was sick about too weeks and 
Mary nearly three they both took bronchetus and could not 
recover from the effects. They both lived devoted Christians, 
how consoling it is to believe they are now at rest. Yes 
they have payed the debt that we all owe. It was a hard trial 
to us all. Marie's children are now scattered. Jennie the 
oldest is at papa's, Julia the second Is at Jane'Maxwells 
and Mollie the younges at Amanda Paytons. Two of the boys 
are still at home finishing their crop, and Tom the oldest 
boy is off driving or hearding stock. Mary had married again. 
Mr. Sprinkles her husband had the measles the same time she 
had them, and came near dying his people took him home as 
soon as he could be moved, he was here yesterday has not en­
tirely recovered his health and strength yet 

We all had the measles but John and Amanda. I was just 
recovering from them when mother died. I only was with her 
in her sickness part of one day, and only saw Mary once too 
days before she died. I was able to sit up the latter part 
of their sickness but had one child very low with bronchetus 
from measles. (Flora my little afflicted girl) The other chil­
dren all got well as quick as we could have expected them too. 
I have five children liveing and only one boy (the baby). He 
is 16 aonths old. We lost a little boy four years ago. 

Julia and Zach are still at home. Papa is getting old 
and • ' feble, he has not been well all winter. I fear he 
will not live auch longer he is large and fleshy and looks 
well but complains a great deal. Emily lives at Giddings Lee 
Co. She and Bell (her daughter) had been up on a visit Bell 
with Julia and several others of the family went to Austin 
to an Odd Fellows Supper and ball not knowin the measles were 
raging there. Everything went on well enough for a short time. 
Julia was teaching school. John Payton who attended the ball, 
and going to school to Julia soon get sick but continued to go 
to school until he broke out with the measles. The entire 
school but two schollars including my two oldest daughters 
soon took the aeasles. Julia and Zack were very low but had 
recovered before aother took thea. Bell Alford went home and 
took them also. Emily was very low with them, and was not well 
enough to come when Mother died. We telegraphed for her and 
Uncle William Bachman. Uncle received his telegram immediately 
and came that night but too late to see mother alive. She died 
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at eleven oclock at night and he reached there at daylight, 
rode all night. It was a sad meeting indeed. 

Uncle William was up to see us all last summer but mother 
and Jane were gone to Austin Co. on a visit to see aunt Mary 
and all the relations there. Uncle William promised to come 
tack in the fall but failed to do so. Mother said when she 
returned from that visit that if she lived until this summer 
she wanted to go see you and uncle John Bachman. Mother had 
been afflicted with something like heart disease: for several 
years and hadfsuffered a great deal. Travailing improved her 
very much she went to the sulphur Spring two summers and re­
turned, much benefited, but all only proved to be momentary 
reliefpfor her pain about the heart soon returned again. She 
suffered with that pain in her last sickness, but when her 
longues became effected she only lived two days. Mary's lungs 
were effected all through her measles. 

Dear Aunt I wish I could see you and Uncle John and 
communicate verbally this sad message for I cannot write as 
much as I could talk I am entirely out of practice letter 
writing. I dont suppose I would average more than one letter 
a year therefore you must excuse my imperfect letter. You and 
Uncle John please write to me and I will write again please 
forward this letter to dear Uncle John. 

I should have written to you both soon but oweing to my 
low state of health and sadness of heart I never felt that 
I could write to you on this subject until now. 

Uncle John excuse me for not writing you a seperate . 
letter. I have stated all in this that I could say in a 
seperate letter at present. Please write tc me and I will 
write again soon. 

Aunt Betsy, enclosed you will find a lock of aothers 
hair and a scrap of her burying dress the silk is the trim­
mings and the cashmere the dress. 

Uncle John will you ever come to see us again Cant you 
and Aunt Betsy come some time I want to see you both very 
much in fact all of you Cousin Jim I have not forgotten you 
Uncle Riley too I remember you. All write to me. With much 
love to all I close.

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ELIZABETH BACHMAN RILEY 

Elizabeth Bachman was born July 17, 1818, the ninth of the 

eleven children of John Bachman/Baughman and his wife Mary Cath­

arine Barbara Binnicker. When she was a very small child, she 

moved with her family from South Carolina into Georgia and later 

to Pickens County, Alabama. When Elizabeth was nine years old, 

her mother died. Two years later her father married the Widow 

Caraway (Rachel), who was the mother of six children four sons 

and two daughters. In I837 the Bachmans reached Carroll County, 

Mississippi. There on January 25, 1838, Elizabeth was married to 

Hiram Abiff Riley, born March 11, l8ll, in Georgia. 

The 1850 Census found this couple and the first five of 

their children in Carroll County. The sixth child was born in 

Texas on December 18, I852, as were the three remaining children. 

There were at least three Rlley-Caraway marriages: The oldest 

son, William Henry, was married to Laney Wilkerson Morrow, great 

granddaughter of the Widow Caraway; two Riley daughters, Mary 

Elizabeth Amelia and Nancy Caroline, were married to two Caraway 

brothers, John J. and Martin Van Buren (Van), respectively, 

grandsons of Rachel Caraway, the widow. 

It could be that two of Rachel's sons, John and Henry, came 

to Texas in the late l840's, ahead of the Rileys. All of them 

lived in Gonzales County, later joined by Keeling Caraway. After 

a time the Rileys moved on west to a place near Jourdanton in 

Atascosa County, where they spent the remainder of their lives. 

Hiram Riley died June 20, 1891. Elizabeth survived her husband by 

a little more than ten years; she died September 11, 1901.

Joseph Wilson Richey Bachman, who preferred to use his three 
initials instead of any of his given names (the full name of 
a maternal uncle),was pastor of First Methodist Church, Lubbock 
in 1895-96, when it was on a circuit which included Dickens, 
Floydada, and Mobeetie. The circuit was so widespread that it 
took the circuit rider a whole month to make all the stations, 
traveling in a buggy or on horseback. He was truly a circuit 
rider of the old frontier. 

J. W. R. was a school teacher before he entered the ministry 
in I89I; however, early in his life he had felt the call. After 
he took the status of a local preacher, he moved his family to 
Stanton, and the next year (1909) he filed on a section of land 
in Terry County. The family moved again. 

The second daughter, Birdie Howell, wrote an account of their 
years at Seagraves for The Gaines County Story, compiled by the 
Gaines County Historical Society and published in 1974. 

"When our father retired from the active ministry at Stanton 
in 1909, he filed on a section of land in the southwest part of 
Terry County. The south border was Gaines County, and the west 
side of our place bordered Yoakum County. We came in a covered 
wagon from Martin County, and we lived in a tent until the 
house was built, which was a three-room half-dugout. The lumber 
was hauled in a wagon from Lamesa. We lived in the dugout three 
years, the time required for us to become owners of the land. 
We farmed, raised corn, maize and a little cotton. We had a 
one-row walking-turning plow and a one-row walking-planter, 
both pulled by a horse. There were several Bachman children, 
and the highlight in our lives was getting to ride horseback 
several times a week to the Blythe Ranch where we received our 
mail and bought a few groceries. This must have been in 1910 
or 1911. 

"As there was not much school at the Blythe Ranch, Father decid­
ed to move to Seminole so we could get a better education. My 
younger- sister, "Annie, worked in the office of tlie Seminole 
Sentinel, setting type by hand. Later Father bought the paper, 
and Annie and I set all the type for It. In 1917 Father sold 
the Sentinel, and we moved back to tlie farm. That was the year 
the railroad came to the Blythe community and the town of Sea-
graves began to build. The first restaurant was opened, and we 
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sold produce there. We would load up our little red wagon 
with ailk, butter and eggs and pull it to town. 

"My sister Annie was the first person to receive a high school 
diploma in Seagraves. I worked with ay father and all of the 
owners of the Seagraves Progress until 1933 when I married John 
E. Howell and aoved to Hot Springs, Arkansas." 

From the 20th edition of the Gaines County News, published 
Deceaber 17, 1937, the following: "The Rev. Mr. Bachaan was 
well-read and always kept well-inforaed on all of the aost 
popular subjects of the world." 

These two sentences froa the Meaoir of J. W. R. Bachaan, which 
appeared in the Minutes of the Northwest Texas Annual Conference 
of 1937: "His eighty-seven years were spent in serving God and 
his fellow men. . .He lived a long and useful life, and all who 
knew him call him the anointed of the Lord." 

The same biographer, Preston Florence, had written of Mrs. 
J. W./R. Bachman for the Minutes of the 1936 Conference: "She 
lived an upright, Christian life, sharing the hardships with 
her husband as he traveled, for" many years:, the far-flung 
circuits of frontier West Texas."

WILLIAM GORDON BACHMAN 

William Gordon Bachman was born in Georgia (according to 

the 1850 Census of Jackson County, Alabama) on September 20, 

1822, to John Bachman/Baughman and his first wife, Mary Catharine 

Barbara Benecke. William Gordon was the youngest of eleven chil­

dren; he had four brothers and six sisters (according to the 

Baughman Family Bible, Copyright 1814, owned by Mrs. Raymond 

Swofford of Lubbock). 

Before he was twenty, William Gordon came to the Republic 

of Texas. In the spring of 1842, General Rafael Vasquez with 

Mexican troops invaded the Republic and captured San Antonio. 

William Gordon decided to join the Texians in the fight against 

the Mexican Army and went as far west as the Guadalupe River. 

It was eleven years before William Gordon was paid for his 

part in that campaign; by that time he had acquired a wife, 

Caroline Green, and at least two children (according to the 1850 

Census)—Ann, born in 1848, and "Lorenzo" Bachman, born on March 

27, 1850, in Jackson County, Alabama. In July 1853. William 

Gordon Bachman bought 320 acres of land in Austin County, Texas, 

from N.W.Bush; the next year he and his wife sold this property. 

In l86l William Gordon became a Master Mason at Beaukiss, 

Texas, Post Oak Island Lodge No. l8l, in which lodge he held 

offices in 1879 and l880. (At that time Beaukiss was in Bastrop 

County; then in 1874, when Lee County was formed, Beaukiss became 

a part of that county.) 

On December 5, 1882, William Gordon Bachman died and was 

buried in Ridgeway Cemetery, about three miles west of Paige, 

Texas. His wife, Caroline Bachman, died in Williamson County, 
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Texas, where she was living with her daughter, Nancy Miranda 

Stephens, and she is buried at the side of her husband. (Accord­

ing to the Probate Records of Bastrop County on the 2nd of October, 

Mrs. C. Bachman died about the 12th day of March, 1900.) 

In her will, Mrs. C. Bachman bequeathed her property to

Alonzo Brown Bachman was born in Jackson County, Alabama, 
on March 27, 1850, to William Gordon Bachman and his wife, 
Caroline Green. When Alonzo was three, William Gordon and 
his family moved to Texas, first settling in Austin County 
and later moving to Bastrop County. There Alonzo "Baughman" 
married Martha Jane Huff on January 15, 1874. To quote 
from the Throckmorton Tribune in May, l947, an article 
celebrating "Grandma" Bachman*s 95th birthday: "The Huffs 
moved to a place near McDade in Bastrop County, where 
Martha Jane and her sister,Rose, spun and wove all the 
material for their clothes." Martha Jane Huff, in 1854, 
at the age of two, came to Texas from Alabama with her 
father and step-mother, Thomas and Gustiann (Corley) Huff. 
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They lived in Lavaca County, later moving to a farm 
near Hallettsville, where the Huff family lived at the 
time of the 1867 yellow fever epidemic. From there they 
moved to McDade in Bastrop County, where Martha met 
Alonzo Bachman, who, she thought, was the best looking 
young man In the county. 

After their marriage, the Alonzo Bachmans lived in McDade 
until May, l88l, when, with their four children—Mattie, 
Nannie, Mary and Addison—they moved to Paige, Texas, 
where. Alonzo was a merchant and cotton ginner. On May 19, 
1883, Alonzo Bachman became a Master Mason of Paige Lodge 
No. 562, and from that time until his death he was an 
active Mason. While they were living at Paige, four more 
children were born—Lorena, Madison, Hiram and Cleveland. 

Desiring to acquire aore land and also, according to 
Grandma,"so that the children wouldn't be associated with 
Bohemians", Alonzo moved his family to Throckmorton in 
1891. The Bachmans, with their eight children, put their 
belongings on the train and went to Albany, and from there 
they went to Throckmorton by wagon. It was open prairie 
then and antelope were numerous, and the winds and prairie 
fires were terrifying. For a short time the family lived 
in a sod house, probably built on the side of a hill.Two 
more children were born after the move to Throckmorton— 
Florence,born June 13, 1892, and Gordon Huff, born July 12, 
I894. For many years Alonzo Bachman subscribed to the 
Bastrop Advertiser and the Houston Post because he liked 
to know the market prices, probably of grain and cotton. 
In 1900 when his mother died at the hoae of P̂ er daughter. 
Nancy Bachman Stephens, Alonzo and his brother Joseph 
(Uncle Tobe) were executors of her will. 

In 1911 the Bachmans moved into the house where seven 
years later, Alonzo Bachman, described as a lovable old 
man by a granddaughter, died on April 10, 1918. "Grandma" 
lived in this house until her death on April 23, 1951, 
and all of that time she thought that her "Lonzie" was 
the finest man there was and that there were no children 
as fine as her own.

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BINNICKER AND ZIMMERMAN 

It is recorded in the family Bible that Mary Catharine 

Barbara (Binnicker) Baughman was born August 4, I778. She and 

John were married August 26, 1800, by the Reverend Mr. Dunlop. 

She was one of the three daughters of Charles Binnicker, a 

Protestant minister. He was listed in the 1790 Census of Orange­

burgh District, South Carolina, living very near Ulrick Baughman. 

He was shown with one male over 16 (himself), two males under 16, 

and four females. 

Charles Binnicker was a widower when he emigrated from Ger­

many (thought to have been from Prussia), bringing his three 

daughters with him to America. Nothing is known of the other two 

except that one married a Mr. Jacob Mack of Orangeburgh. 

Sometime after arriving in South Carolina, Charles Binnicker 

married the Widow Ritter, whose maiden name was Williams. They 

had five children: Nathan, Barney, Joseph, Nancy, and George 

Simeon (b. Jan. 1, 1800). 

The first wife was Barbara Zimmerman, whose family belonged 

to the German nobility. We know nothing about her life except 

that she had an older sister who never married. This older sister 

had inherited the title "Countess Zimmerman", along with the 

estate and an immense fortune. Countess Zimmerman came to America 

to visit her relatives. One day while she was on her way to see 

her niece Mary Catharine Barbara, she was thrown from the horse 

she was riding and died as a result of the accident. 

As the Countess had no children, Mary Catharine Barbara was 

named among the Zimmerman heirs, but she was here in America and 

made no effort to claim her part of the estate. She is quoted as 
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saying, "I have crossed the Atlantic Ocean once and that is 

enough.'" John Benecke Bachman told hisson Ray that he remembered 

seeing the will when he was a child and particularly he reaembered 

seeing the big gold seal on it. 

As a ainister Charles Binnicker served the Geraan Protestant 

(Reformed) Church called Bethany on Crane Creek, Richland County, 

Caaden District, South Carolina; also a church called Appii Forum 

on Cedar Creek. He attended a meeting in Lexington District on 

November 13, 1787, called for the purpose of discussing the union 

of all Lutheran churches in tlie state, but he did not show up at 

any subsequent meetings. About 1791 Bishop Asbury is said to have 

appeared and taken over these two churches for the Methodists. 

Charles Binnicker first settled at Sumter, later aoving to 

Midway. He is said to have acquired considerable property. On 

January 7, 1793; &e received a grant of 437 acres in Orangeburgh 

District; later on April 3> 1797, he received another grant, this 

time 160 acres in Orangeburgh. 

Nothing aore is known of Charles Binnicker. 

Three of his descendants had his faaily naae for their aiddle 

naae; a grandson John Benecke Bachman; great grandsons Martin 

Benacher Bachman,•son of Henry, and Joseph Binnicker Bachman, son 

of Charles. Indeed, there is no set rule for spelling proper names.' 

* * * 

The Binnicker Coat of Arms is found in Riestap's General 

Armory. It shows three firebrands, which indicated a leader or 

one who lighted the way for others to follow. Below the three 

firebrands is a cock, which is symbolic of watchfulness and 

vigilance. The Binnicker motto is "Vigilanter" or "Watchful One". 
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MARTIN BOCKMAN 

In 1957 I received a letter from Mrs. Delilah Newsoa 

of Arkinda, Ark., now deceased. She was inquiring about the 

Peters sisters—Nancy Ann and Edna—who had aarried Bachaan 

cousins, Charles and Martin respectively. Mrs. Newsom was 

hoping I could help her establish her eligibility for aea-

bership in the Daughters of the Aaerican Revolution on the 

line of Willis West, her third great grandfather, who, she 

said, was a soldier in the Revolution. All I could send her 

was the marriage date of Charles and Nancy Ann, which was 

recorded in the old Bachman Bible, which is in my possession; 

however, I kept wondering about Martin Bachman and his wife, 

Edna Peters. 

Willis West was married to Sallie Gainey; their daughter 

Sallie married a man named Peters and they were the parents of 

Nancy Ann and Edna, who were great aunts of Mrs. Newsom. 

One afternoon late in i960 Hiram Bachman, my second 

cousin, came to see me to exchange Bachman data. Hiram, now 

deceased, was the son of Alonzo Bachman of Throckmorton and a 

grandson of William Gordon Bachman. He had with him a copy of 

a letter which had recently come to light after having been 

placed in a book soon after it, had been sent to him in June 1929 

by Fred 0. Bachman, Shongaloo, La. 

The letter stated that Fred's father, Martin Benacher 

Bachman, had a first cousin named Hilary Bachman, killed at 

age 71 in Levelland when he was thrown from a wagon with a 

run-away team. Hilary had a son named Kelly. Hiram wanted 
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to know what, if anything, I knew about Hilary and Kelly. 

I inquired from a friend who had lived in Levelland for 

many years and learned that one cf Hilary's daughters lived 

here in Lubbock. I had taught with her daughter—Lucille 

Adams—with neither of us dreaming that we had a common 

ancestor—Ulrick Baughman, who was ay great-great-grandfather 

and Lucille's third great. It turned out that Hilary was not 

a first cousin of Martin Benacher Bachaan, but a second 

cousin. 

I wrote to Shongaloo to Fred 0. Bachaan, and the letter 

was given to his sister, Mrs. George W. Adkins, who was 

Clarissa Viola Bachaan, oldest child of Martin Benacher. 

Fred had died in 1934. Their grandfather was Henry Bachaan, 

born in 1804 in Lexington, S. C , and settled in northeast 

Mississippi soaetiae after 1837* Clarissa was born in Pontotoc 

County in 1882. 

When I learned that Lucille Adaas's aother, who was Bedie 

Bockman (the only spelling of the naae that this faaily knew), 

was born in Pontotoc County in I892, I wrote to Clarissa, 

thinking that she aight know soaething about these Bockmans. 

In turn she wrote to a cousin on her aother's side who lived 

near Pontotoc to inquire about them. The cousin knew Woodrow 

Bockaan; so Clarissa wrote to hia and he took the letter to a 

cousin of his—Estelle Pappasan Cole—daughter of Nancy 

(Nannie) Bockaan, daughter of Frank Bachman (spelling in I87O 

Census), son of Martin Bachman and Edna Peters. Estelle 

answered Clarissa's letter, and soon Estelle and I were in 
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in correspondence. From her and Bedie Adams and from other 

descendants, I have been able to list the meabers of Martin 

Bockaan's faaily. 

* * * * * * * 

We do not know the naae of Martin Bockaan's father, but 

for hia to have been a first cousin .of Charles Bachaan, who 

was also his brother-in-law, his father had to be a brother 

of John Baughaan (1774-1860) and a son of Ulrick, the iaaigrant. 

Martin was born January 20, 1812, in South Carolina. It 

is possible that he accoapanied John Baughaan (his uncle) to 

Mississippi, or aaybe he followed. Anyway, on Septeaber 28, 

1843, Jacob Martin Bachaan and Edna E.' Peters were aarried in 

Carroll County, Miss., by M. Kiabrough, Judge of Probates. The 

$200.00 aarriage bond was aade by his cousin and brother-in-law, 

Charles Bauchaan. These spellings of the naae are recorded in 

Book A, page 439- Edna was a younger sister of Charles's wife, 

Nancy Ann, who, was born in l8l5; Edna was born about 1825• 

Martin and Edna reaained in Mississippi until 1847 or 48, 

and during that tiae their two oldest children were born— 

Frank in 1845 and Kelly in 1847. The 1850 Census found thea in 

Fayette County, Ga., living next door to Edna's widowed aother, 

Sarah Peters, who was a fairly well-to-do woaan with real 

estate valued at $3,000.00. Martin and Edna reaained in 

Georgia about twenty years and nine aore children were born to 

thea. Their youngest child was born in Mississippi in 1867. 

This faaily is fortunate in that one of the daughters of 

Martin and Edna lived to see her ninety-ninth birthday and 
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then her one hundredth. On both days she was interviewed-by 

the press, and the accounts contain scae bits of family history 

that might have been lost otherwise. 

The Bockaan faaily lived near Atlanta during the Civil 

War, and when Sheraan and his aen swept through Georgia, the 

faaily lost all of their possessions tc the Yankees. Soon after­

ward they aoved to Carroll County, Miss., where they reaained 

a few years. Later they joined a number of families who were 

tc settle in the vicinity of Fulton, Ky.—their last move. 

The members of this family do not know when or why the 

spelling of their naae was changed to Bockaan, but in the 1850 

Census it was spelled Bokman: son Frank, the oldest, was 

spelling it Bachman in the I87O Census. Edna, who was a widow 

by 1880, was listed as Bockman in that census. 

Jacob Martin Bockman died September 16, 1875, and is 

buried in Pleasant Hill Cemetery, Hickman County, Ky. Edna 

died about 1915*

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WOMAN GOING' ON HUNDREDTH BIRTHDAY ATTRIBUTES LONG 
LIFE TO GOD'S WILL; RECALLS CIVIL WAR DAYS; 

HAS NEVER SEEN A MOVIE 

"I don't know .why God"has let ae live so long," said a 
sweet,little old lady out in the Beelerton community, who is 
going on her one-hundredth birthday. 

Miss Sarah Ann Bockman has nothing to attribute her long 
life to, other than "It has been God's will." There's nothing 
in eating certain things for a lengthy life, for the elderly 
lady eats anything she wants—three hearty meals a day and 
between meals. 

As she sat in her rocking chair, where she stays from 
morning till night, Miss Bockman recalled the Civil War days 
at her home near Atlanta, Georgia. She said that when the 
Yankees came they took away all of her family's possessions, 
and they had to leave their small farm and aove to Mississippi, 
near Winona. Miss Bockaan was only a small child then, but 
she remembers the soldiers and also some of the stories told 
by her parents. 

Miss Bockman was born on February 14, 1853, near Atlanta, 
the daughter of Martin and Edna Bockaan. 

After her family moved away from Georgia, they farmed in 
Mississippi for a nuaber of years. Then a neighbor of theirs 
aoved to Fulton County. On a trip back to Mississippi he told 
Miss Bookman's father of the wonderful place it was here and 
tried to persuade him to come here to live. Finally, Mr. Bock­
man decided to make a trip to Fulton to see whether he liked 
it. He did; so he returned home and brought his family back 
with hia. Miss Bockman was fifteen years old at the time. He 
bought a farm out north of Fulton and remained there until his 
death. 

Miss Bockaan, who has never aarried, remained at hoae, 
working on the farm until her parents died. Then she went to 
live with her brother Jasper and his family. She remained 
there until her brother's wife died. Fourteen years ago she" 
went to live with her niece, Mrs. Jessie Conn, where she has 
reaained since. 

Miss Bockaan said that during her days she has done every 
kind of work there is to do on a farm except to plow. This_ 
she did a little but not auch. She used to do a lot of carding, 
spinning, and weaving in her younger days. 

Although she lacks not "quite a"year of having lived a 
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century, she has never had a doctor to treat her but once, 
except for the two times she was in the hospital with broken 
bones. This one doctor's call was when she was suffering 
from arthritis in her hands. Last summer she was in the hos­
pital for about thirty days with a broken foot, and:ten years 
ago she suffered from a broken hip. That time she was in the 
hospital for three weeks, and she wasn't able to walk at all 
for a year. Although her hearing and eyesight are failing and 
she suffers froa arthritis, she is in very good health for her 
age, according to her niece. 

.Miss Bockaan goes to bed each night around seven and gets 
up about 8:00 a.a. She sits around all day, and when she 
walks, she pushes her chair in front of her. She has never 
used crutches. Miss Bockaan has not been able to get out of 
the house since last July 4, and she has not been visiting in 
the last two years. 

What does Miss Bockman think of our aodern tiaes—smoking, 
movies, and airplanes? Well, she certainly does not approve of 
cigarette smoking for either men or women. She thinks it is 
bad for the health. Now, pipe smoking is not so bad.Her mother 
used to smoke a pipe. She dips snuff and chews a little sweet 
tobacco herself. 

Her opinion on drinking was, "Whiskey is no good except 
when it is used for aedicine." Has she ever attended a aovie? 
No, and she never intends to ride in an airplane, either. Miss 
Bockman said she plans to stay on the ground. 

The lady is the oldest member of the Wesley Methodist 
Church—in age and in membership, having been a member over 
sixty years. She used to attend regularly but does not get to 
go any more. 

Miss Bockman is the only living member of her immediate 
family. Her nine brothers and three sisters have all passed 
on. They were Frank, Kelly, Hilary, John, Jake, Hosea, Archie, 
Jasper, Willie, Nanny, Tishie, and a sister who died in 
infancy. 

Her nieces in this section include Mrs. Jesse Hicks, 
Route 1, Water Valley; Mrs. Kearney Hicks, formerly of Fulton 
but now living in Detroit; Mrs. Jessie Conn, Beelerton, with 
with whom she makes her home. A nephew is Russell Bockman of 
Beelerton. Miss Bockman is the great aunt of David Hicks, who 
formerly was a carrier for the Daily Leader. 

This interview appeared in the Fulton Daily Leader after Sarah 
Ann Bockman had observed her ninety-ninth birthday. 
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HUNDRED-YEAR-OLD LADY IS HISTORY BOOK IN A ROCKING CHAIR 

My, my, my, a hundred years is a mighty long time. If 
you don't believe it, ask a lady who's lived 'em. 

Out around Beelerton way there's a sweet old lady who 
has celebrated the most birthdays you ever heard of, and on 
February 14, she added another one to make it an even hun­
dred. Why, the ladies of the Wesley Church who brought her a 
beautiful birthday cake with one hundred candles on it thought 
to bring the Fire Department along. It was a real conflagra­
tion for a most important celebration. 

Miss Sarah Ann Bockman, who lives with her niece and her 
family, the Walker Conns in Beelerton, is getting a little on 
the feeble side. Her hearing is bad and the sight in the still 
bright blue eyes is fading fast away. But that lady is a his­
tory book in a rocking chair. 

Along about eighty-nine years ago "Miss Annie" was a 
little girl about eleven years old living on the outskirts of 
Atlanta, Georgia. She remembers quite well the suaaer of 1864, 
when General Sheraan passed through that lovely city on his 
way to the sea. The Bockaans felt a little secure, living away 
froa the city, but Sheraan's aen had other^ideas. Every earth­
ly possession they loved was pilfered and^was left was burned. 
By the tiae Sheraan got to the sea, the Parents Bockaan, with * 
ten of their twelve children,secured froa the rubbage of war 
a covered wagon and an oxcart and headed for the eastern bound­
ary of Mississippi.' They left behind two sons fighting in the 
Confederate Army. One died while in service as a result of 
saallpox. 

Miss Annie matured into, young ladyhood in Winona, Missis­
sippi, and at the age of sixteen, iabued with the pioneer 
spirit of all early Aaericans, the Bockaans and their neighbors 
(a party of twenty-one) set out for the roaantic-scunding, 
adventurous State of Kentucky. Soaewhere along the line they 
heard about the fertile fields,.the lovely sloping faras, and 
perhaps the aighty Mississippi River, which didn't often stay 
'way froa the door. Anyway, they hitched the horses and put 
the oxen to pasture on a 60-acre"fara, which today is known as 
the Enon Coamunity. Miss Annie has lived there a few ailes 
froa the first homeplace for nearly eighty-five years. 

But don't think all those years in age and residence 
aake this centenarian "old-folksy". No, sir. She is just as 
well inforaed on politics, aodern entertainaent, and today's 
women as the younger folks,and, moreover, she bias very definite 
ideas about them all. She's been voting ever since the woaen-
folks won the suffrage battle and is a Deaocrat to the core.She

voted for Roosevelt several tiaes before her confineaent to 
her hoae "and would have voted for hia if he had lived and 
decided to run ten aore tiaes." Of the present adainistration 
she says,"Well, just give 'ea a chance to see what they can 
do." Just as if she had been there electioneering all along. 

"What you want all this aess in the paper for?" she 
leaned over froa her rocker and asked this reporter. 

"Well, folks don't get to be a hundred years old every 
day," she was told. 

"Shucks, that's nothing great," she said as she pushed 
her chair a little closer to tlie wara stove, where she spends 
aost of her tiae. "Why, it's just a aatter of living right and 
taking care of yourself." She proudly related that she had 
never had a doctor until she was seventy-five years old and 
called the late Dr. Eushart. She knew hia out at Beelerton as 
aan and boy. "Now," she says, "I call the two little ones 
(Drs. Ward and Glynn) when I need 'ea." She's been quite well 
in recent years except for a fall resulting in a broken hip, 
and aore recently when she broke her ankle. Eecause of her age 
there was no surgery, and both injuries were aended by Nature. 
She can walk for short distances around her rooa with the aid 
of a cane. She suffers a great deal now with arthritis. 

Miss Annie is a spinster, but she sa"ys, "Of course I had 
a feller." He was Bud Hampton, half-brother of the late Will 
Hampton. But she was courting Bud long before Will was ever 
born. Her sweetheart died at the age of twenty-two, and she 
never fell in love again. She met him at one of the neighbor­
hood dances when she was sixteen, and they were to be aarried 
soon, when his untimely death occurred. "He was a aighty hand-
scae feller." 

"Sure, I've been to the aovies, and I listen tc the radio 
all the tiae." She has followed the career of Alben Earkley 
closely and was aighty disappointed when "he didn't get it for 
President." She was surprised to know that aovies talk now, and, 
in spite of her deafness, there was a twinkle in her eye that 
looked as though she intended soaetiae soon to see v/hat they 
were all about. 

Miss Annie's little rooa is her world. She is able to dress 
herself carefully and was as-neat as a pin the day this reporter 
called. She eats four or five aeals a day and is not finicky 
about thea. 

She has been living with the Walker Conns for fourteen 
years since the death of her brother, for whoa she kept house 
before his death. In looking over her full and useful life, 
Miss Annie reaeabers what the late Dr. Eushart said to her 
when he aade his first visit: "Nothing wrong with you; you'll 
live to be a hundred."

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MICHAEL JOSEPH BAUGHMAN 

In Septeaber 1941 we went to Hale Center to teach 

school, and not long afterward I aet Lucille Wiaberly 

Weddington, another teacher. In getting acquainted with 

her, I learned that one of her great grandfathers was 

Michael Joseph Baughaan, who was born in South Carolina in 

1826 and caae froa Fairfield County in that state to north­

ern Louisiana in 1856. Nothing is known about his father, 

but it is thought that Michael Joseph was a first cousin* of 

John Benecke Bachaan, born in Barnwell County, S. C , in 

1820. 

The 1850 Census shows Michael, age 22, born in Richland 

County. A granddaughter, Fay Baughaan of Faraerville, La., 

gives the date of his birth as April 27, 1826. 

One of his daughters, Hoaie E. Triable who for aany 

years lived in Orange, Texas, reported that her father ran 

away .froa hoae when he was thirteen because his stepfather 

objected tc his having a gun. His aother did not hear froa 

hia until he had the aoney to pay for the round trip for her 

to visit hia. He apprenticed hiaself to a blacksaith and in 

1850 was listed as a wagon aaker. Later he became a cabinet 

aaker and aade auch of the furniture used in his hoae. When 

his wife died in 1886, he aade her casket out of black walnut 

and waxed and polished it. a thing of beauty aade by loving 

hands. 

The 1840 Census of Fairfield County lists a Joseph Baughman 

*A letter written by Michael Joseph's granddaughter, Josie 
Gill Shelton, contains this sentence: "There were some Bachmans 
in Winona, Miss., when I went there, and thev said they were of 
the same family." 
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with one male 15 to 20, one 20 to 30, and one 40 to 50; 

females, one under 5 and one 20 to 30. It Is possible that 

this Joseph was the father of Michael Joseph above. 

Descendants say that there were two sisters: Delila, 

who was married but had no children, and Charlotte, who married 

a Mr. Drennan and had a daughter named Lillian. Both of these 

sisters lived in Columbia, S. C. 

In 1850 Michael Baukman was in Fairfield County with 

real estate valued-at $405.00, and living with the,family of 

John Stevenson, a blacksmith. 

On January 20, I852, in Fairfield County, Michael was 

married to Emmaline Chapman, daughter of William and Mary 

Chapaan. She was born July 25, 1835, the second of five chil­

dren, the others being Margaret Jane, born July 15, 1833; 

Henry Giles, October 8, 1837; William Alexander, April 28, 

1840; and John, April 13, 1842. In 1850 Emmaline and her 

brothers were living in the home of Isham Mobley and his wife 

Mary, all born in Fairfield County. After the death of William 

Chapman, his widow married James Thomas Mobley, and she had more 

children. No doubt, Isham Mobley was a relative of Emmaline's 

stepfather. 

About 1854 Michael Joseph and Emmaline and their infant 

daughter set out for the West, with Emmaline carrying all their 

money sewed into the crinoline—lined hem of a voluminous and 

sweeping skirt which she wore enroute. They went across to Arkan­

sas before they settled in Louisiana in 1856. Their second child, 

Margaret Deliah, was born and died in El Dorado, Arkansas. 
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Emmaline died February 17, 1886; Michael Joseph died the 

following November 9. They were the parents of thirteen children.

MEMOIR OF MICHAEL JOSEPH BAUGHMAN 

The subject of this sketch was born in Fairfield District, 
South Carolina, on April 27,1826, and departed this life Novem­
ber 18, 1886; aged 60 years, 6 months and 21 days. 

M. J. Baughman was married to. Miss Emiline Chapman on Janu­
ary 20, I852. He removed to this State in 1856, and settled near 
Mineral Spring Church where he pursued his occupation as wheel­
wright until after the war, making some aoney and rearing his 
family. After the emancipation of his slaves and the partial fail­
ure of his eyesight, he engaged in mercantile business with con­
siderable success; but owing to the sudden decline of cotton in 
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'which he had invested considerable, he lost all. 

About this time , he with his wife, united with the Mission­
ary Baptist Church at Mineral Springs, and was baptized by Elder 
J. L. Mays. He then removed to his late residence, 8 miles west 
of Farmerville, where he bought up a large tract of land, and 
built thereon one of the best dwellings in Union Parish, surround­
ed with a fine steam gin, saw and grist mill and all appliances 
of a first-class farm. This was all done amid adverse fortune, 
low prices of cotton, demoralized labor, proving hiaself to be 
one of the best farmers and closest financiers in North Louisiana. 
Notwithstanding his affliction, and the raising and educating of 
a family of nine children (four of whoa are now aarried and well 
provided for), he still aade aoney. 

Nine aonths and two days before his death, he lost the coa-
panion of his youth and aother of his children, which was a stroke 
of Devine Providence from which he never seemed to recover; having 
been afflicted with asthma and its attending evils, he gradually 
declined. With that indoraitable energy that always characterized 
him in business, he often exposed himself to inclement weather, 
but his whole aim and end was to lay up something for his children; 
and, while this was his chief aim, he was not unmindful of his 
poor neighbors and his employees, for I never*a"more liberal or 
charitable man. One of his last public acts was a liberal dona­
tion and assistance in building a new house for his church at Cul­
bertson. While he maintained a strict and honorable business in­
tegrity, he was very indulgent to those indebted to him, and 
there's many a poor man, both white and black, who will heave a 
deep drawn sigh in memory of the loss of M. J. Baughman; for his 
place cannot be filled in our community by any other. His illness 
was protracted and painful; his asthmatic trouble generated ca­
tarrhal neuralgia. He was confined to his bed for four weeks with­
out taking any sustenance of any consequence. He bore his illness 
with that manly Christian fortitude peculiar to the man. A few 
days before his death he told the writer that he had seen his wife 
and her uncle, who came and talked about his sickness. They told 
him he was to suffer a great deal and lose his left eye and then 
come to them, for they were perfectly happy. While he related this, 
the tears streamed from his eyes,and he added that his suffering 
would wean him from this troublesome world. At that time there 
was nothing the matter with his eye; afterwards it did inflame 
and went out. The night before he died, he called his children 
about hia, and in a calm and business-like manner gave in detail 
his instructions concerning his home, and the care of the minor 
children which was committed to his son, J. D. Baughaan. After 
asking whether all were satisfied, he requested us all to join in 
singing him a good old song. In response we sang '"".hen I Can Read 
My Title Clear," after which he never spoke of business nor of 
the future. 

At 6 p. ra. he breathed his last in the arms of his son and 
son-in-law, Wm. L. Gill.

She was the daughter of Richard Hill "Junior", 1775-1837-
His third great grandfather was William Kill, a British Naval

County, Virginia, about 1697 and married in St. Clements, London, 
England, about 1712. Her father was Hon. Edmund Jennings, Esq., 
born in Ripon, Yorkshire, England, in 1659 and died in York 
County, Virginia, in 1727- His wife was Frances Corbin. His 
parents were Sir Edmund Jennings and Margaret Barkman. 

Hon. Edmund Jennings, Esq., was Acting Governor of the Colony 
of Virginia, 1706-1710; President of Council; Attorney General; 
Secretary of State; Vestryman of Bruton Parish, serving when 
Church was erected in 1710. He resided on an estate of 2,000 
acres in.York County, where he erected a large brick home named 
"Ripon Hall". He is buried at Bruton Parish Church, Williamsburg.

Two Caraway entries appear in the old Bachman Bible: 

"John Baughman and Rachel Caraway were married 

29 December 1829 by Thomas Nolan, Esq." 

"Rachel Caraway and Jackson Brown was married 

August 1st 1837" 

In all probabilty, John and Rachel were married in Pickens 

County, Alabama, as there was a Thomas Nolan in that county in 

the 1830 Census. John Bauckman and family were also there in 

I830. 

John's wife Mary Catharine Barbara Binnicker, the mother 

of his eleven children,had died in 1827, but we do not know 

whether she died in Georgia or in Alabama. 

There is some thought that the Bachmans and the Caraways 

might have known each other for a number of years before John 

and Rachel were married. 

Rachel was a widow, the mother of several children when 

she aarried the second time, and her namesake was probably the 

youngest child. 

Caraway descendants think the widow was the daughter of 

Jacob Williams and wife Mary of Sampson County, North Carolina. 

During the 1790's she was married to William Caraway, son of 

Bedreddon Caraway, Sr., also of Sampson County. 

We do not know how long Rachel had been a widow when she 

and John Baughman were married in I829, nor do we know anything 

definite about her during the remaining years of her life, 

except that when he gave his property into the keeping of son 
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Charles in 1838 before they left Carroll County, Mississippi, 

to go to Texas, he mentioned his wife in the deed. Supposedly, 

she was dead by 1850, as she was not listed with John and 

daughter Maryan in the I85O Census of Carroll County.
