Wouter is a Dive 

master who knows these waters like the back of his hand. Anything form gentle 

snorkeling over bright coral gardens to energetic hunts for excellent edible fish is on 

hand – and what better accompaniment to a tropical sunset at the end of an action 

packed day than hour old sashimi accompanied by a cold, crisp glass of Chardonnay.
