	Approved carpet for 2nd floor room of town office building, $600, purchased from and installed by Vermont Carpet Gallery.
Approved carpet cleaning for town office by Cow Country Carpet Cleaning, $129. 

	Correspondence
	Received and discussed from: town clerk/treasurer regarding billing and orders; VT Local Roads about plastic (HDPE) culvert problems. 

	Discussion: Roads Report

	General
	The roads are graded and in good shape, though a few potholes were mentioned for repair. Work on grant projects is underway. 

	Peddlers Bridge Rd. culvert headwall
	Champlain Construction completed work of this 2011 flood repair project, partially funded by FEMA (4022-Irene). A hole on the road surface near the culvert was filled with gravel. An estimate for its repair and paving will be considered at the next meeting.

	Tropical Storm Irene 
FEMA 4022-DR-VT
	All federal funds are received. The final state share, $5,632.74, will be paid after all projects are completed, inspected and approved by VTrans. The next project scheduled is Barker Rd. 

	Storm damage 05-29-12
FEMA 4066-DR-VT
	Project worksheets are at VTrans for consideration, with answers expected in about a month. If approved, the town may be reimbursed approximately $26,290. 

	Signs/School Zone
	The school zone is posted except for signs that are ordered for the Dugway and Robbins Crossroad.  

	Structures grant – Lincoln Rd. culvert
	The culvert replacement near 3929 Lincoln Rd. will be completed this week. The new culvert is a 3-walled HDPE culvert.  The memo from VT Local Roads about culvert problems was discussed. It describes failure of 2-walled HDPE culverts.  

	Discussion: Old Business

	Zoning/Unified Development Bylaw
	A revised Section 523 was reviewed and returned to the Planning Commission because Section 523 item 1 was different than the previous approved version. 

	Town office
	Carpet for the 2nd floor former kitchen space was selected and approved. 
For the first floor, the facilities coordinator recommended carpet replacement at a later date over cleaning the existing carpet. Given that the carpet is dirty but not worn-through and has not been thoroughly cleaned in years, the board moved and approved to proceed with cleaning the carpet, as proposed in the $129 estimate by Cow Country Carpet Cleaning.  

	Community House
	While Ripton’s Community House rentals have declined, Lincoln’s Burnham Hall rentals have increased. The rental fees are about the same, but Burnham Hall is recently renovated and its kitchen is large and equipped with industrial cooking equipment. 

	Dogs
	Old warrants to kill unlicensed dogs, and the lists of 2012 licensed and unlicensed dogs were reviewed and additions made. Calls and emails to owners will continue.

	Discussion: New Business

	USFS sign
	An inquiry was made about new signs posted by the USFS at Forest Rd. 205 and the Dugway. The selectboard has no jurisdiction over the USFS posting signs there.

	Chris Bray
	Chris Bray, candidate for VT senate was on the meeting agenda, but called to reschedule.

	Emergency generator for town buildings
	Municipalities may purchase surplus generators from the federal government. The advantages of having a back-up generator for the Community House (a designated shelter) and the town office (an emergency operations hub) were discussed.
