The bridge approach paving and membrane project is scheduled for Sept. 17. The project cost 

increased $3,500 over the 2013 estimate.  
Paving  Road paving will begin after the bridge approach paving. A dip in the driveway approach at 

947 Natural Turnpike will be filled. 
Class 2 rd grant Culverts C21 and C24 on the Lincoln Rd. were replaced; C27 and C29 will follow.
