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As a journalist during the Chinese Boxer
Rebellion, he wrote his first book, China’s
Revolution. He was the editor of the highly
influential Straits Times in Shanghai for
many years until he and his wife moved to
the United States.""

He published the bi-lingual “New Map of
China” in 1914. *
