 A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT....... 
 

As we start the New Year I would like to begin by thanking all of our supporters 

for helping us continue our important mission. This past year we have had many 

successes in helping animals in the community. While our adoptions increased 

25% from the previous year and we continue our spay/neuter programs both on 

our own and through collaboration with other organizations, it is important to 

know that we are not just "all about the numbers" as we do so much more. 
 

Our Vet-a-Pet Program helps those in economic distress by  providing (limited) 

medical care for their sick/injured pets or relief from pain for those needing to 

cross over to the Rainbow Bridge. We were and remain a Dog Pound Partner, 

taking dogs from the Dog Warden as often as we can (placed 10 into loving 

homes this year). Our Sanctuary Program allows us to  help older animals (on a 

limited basis) that find themselves left behind due to economics or medical is-

sues. In 2011 we accepted  four such animals (ages 14-18). Three lived out what-

ever time they had left with the love and care they deserved (since they did not 

find a "forever home"). We still have "Dusty", an older Shih Tzu who is quite 

happy and having a great time playing with canine and feline friends. Additional-

ly, we provide animal behavior  counseling, food for economic hardship cases, 

referrals to other resources and rescues, dog training and community education. 

All this in an effort to keep pets in their homes as well as finding homes for those 

currently homeless. So you see, we are not just and adoption shelter.....we are a 

community resource. We believe our community outreach work to be just as val-

uable and needed as our adoption and spay/neuter services.  We do all this in an 

effort to help animals as well as keep pets in their homes and to find loving 

homes for those that are currently homeless.   
 

None of this is possible without your support. In the end it is not just Save-A-Pet 

saving animals’ lives, it is all of you as well. We are a team united with a com-

mon goal.....HELPING ANIMALS.  We did it last year and I know we can do so 

again in the year ahead. 
 

So as I started, I will also end by again thanking you, our supporters. Whether 

your support is financial, time given or material donations, each and every one of 

you are important to keeping our mission (helping animals) alive.  
 

On behalf of Maumee Valley Save-A-Pet may you, your families and your furry 

friends have a very happy and healthy year ahead.

Not only was 

the puppy malnourished, but she was just about hairless and 

covered with red scabby bumps over her entire body due to 

demodectic mange (thankfully not contagious to humans or 

other animals).  She was truly a pathetic sight.  Suggestions 

by our facebook followers led to the name Hope, represent-

ing our hope that the mange could be eliminated and she 

could find a forever home. 

 

Hope went to a foster home for isolation and there her foster 

mom discovered that Hope was truly one of the sweetest, 

most loving puppies ever.  Every night she cuddled up in bed 

with her foster mom, draped across her neck or snuggled up 

beside her and was pretty much glued to her side.  She quick-

ly got the hang of pottying outside and learned to love her 

Frosty Paws ice cream.
