· Project entries – Please do not use the name of the project/community, names of developer or design team in the statement. All entries shall remind blind to the judges

The SAGE Award for Project of the Year honors the developer of a completed age-qualified or “age-targeted” [55+] residential development that includes innovative or noteworthy elements – architectural or otherwise – that may serve as the model or inspiration for other 55+ housing developments. Submitting company must be located in Southern California. Projects must be located in California, and have received Certificate of Occupancy prior to the August 29, 2014, submittal deadline. This award is open to either new or established developments that meet the award criteria. Honoring Architecture/Design, Lifestyle and Programing.

· Describe how the project was designed to meet the needs of its specific niche [floor plans, community areas, services or otherwise], and detail its performance in terms of sales or lease-up. 

· If “age-targeted” rather than held to an age minimum [“age-restricted”], describe how the project was tailored to attract 55+ buyers or tenants, and document its success at meeting the market.

· Describe distinctive or creative elements incorporated to enhance aging in place, independence and dignity for residents.

Include funding sources, resolutions and an organizational chart.

· Has this program utilized innovative financing to provide services or housing for adults 55+?

Positive Publicity for the Industry

· In what way has this program promoted California 55+ housing and attracted positive publicity to the 55+ housing industry?

Include articles, advertisements, press releases and news stories.
