Course Description

Students will have the opportunity to work methodically through a process to compare what they see accurately then draw from nature. We
will be working in the studio with natural north facing light and in long pose live model poses.

The process drawing accurately, proportion, structure & how to correctly block in the outside graphic shape, contour of the outside shape,
high points as the forms transition and suture. Finally modeling the form conveying the natural organic forms and light orientation on each
structure the study and science of light on the form.

Linda’s teaching experience and artistry comes from years of study with some of the greatest realist artists. Her most influential teachers were
Tony Ryder, Ted Seth Jacobs and Michael Grimaldi. During the classes students have the opportunity to further develop their artwork by
working from our beautiful cast collection and master copies. Students have the option to work independently to create a portfolio from the
model in long pose.

3. The model poses for 20 minutes, takes a 5-minute break, and then resumes the pose. Please be at your easel when the model begins the pose. Pose times
are punctual.

4.  We will close the doors prior to the start of each pose.

The front row is reserved for students who prefer to sit down. Those students who wish to stand at their easels will have the space behind the seated

students.

‘We will have the assigned chairs and easels set up before you get to class each morning.

Seating will be assigned by raffle.

Please refrain from talking while class is in session.

. Ifyou arrive late please enter quietly. If you have equipment to set up please wait for a break to set up so that you do not disrupt the class.

10. Please keep your personal items to a minimum to save on space.

11. Please take your belongings including your drawings and paintings with you when you leave each day.
