Jonathan Mooney was one of “those kids”: One of those Kids who couldn’t sit still and spent 
elementary school chilling out with the janitor in the hallway. 

Couldn’t keep his mouth shut, so he spent middle school on a first name basis with Shirley, the 
receptionist in the principal’s office; And one of those kids who spent much of high school hiding in 
the bathroom to escape reading out loud with tears streaming down his face. Growing up he had ever 
label under the sun: The Bad kid, the dumb kid, the “at risk kid”, the special ED kid. He was 
diagnosed with dyslexia in fourth grade, dropped out of school for a time in sixth grade and had a plan 
for suicide when he was 12 years old. He had many low expectations that surrounded him. He was 
told he would be a high school drop out; he was told he would flip burgers for a living, and he was told 
that people like him usually end up incarcerated. 
But he beat those odds, graduating from Brown University with an honors degree in English lit. How 
did he do it? That question is the heart of the Jonathan personal, humorous, and research based talk: 
Learning Outside the Lines. In this presentation, Jonathan explores three ideas that changed his life 
and that all educators can adopt to support vulnerable and at risk learners. He provides concrete 
strategies to support teachers in building a positive learning identity when many students like him self 
believe they are “stupid, crazy, and lazy”; he outlines a strengths based approached the gives teacher 
concrete idea on how to scale students strengths and build contextualized learning pathways; and he 
explores the power of student teachers connections and relationships as the foundation of 
transformative learning environments.  And through all of this, Jonathan celebrates educators as 
change agents and education as a powerful tool for personal and social transformation.

This year, the Hamilton Wentworth District School Board took a leap and 
started an elementary virtual blended learning program, where students from across the board access a 
virtual classroom through Brightspace by D2L from a location that best suits the student, such as 
home, hospital, etc.  The program is being used to improve equity and inclusive teaching practices 
among elementary teachers for students who plan to transition back to the physical classroom and onto 
secondary school.  This session will appeal to educators from all levels of technological skill and 
experience.  

Mitch Ritter has a strong desire and passion for technology integration in all aspects of education. He holds a 
specialist qualification in Integration of Information and Computer Technology, which is a strong reflection of his

Discover how to use a variety of assistive technology to support student communication, provide 
access to early literacy activities and demonstrate student learning.  

This session will focus how using assistive technology can help classroom staff differentiate early 
literacy activities for students with diverse physical, cognitive and learning needs. Examples of early 
literacy activities and how they can be adapted for single switch and AAC (augmentative and alternative 
communication) users will be shared. 
 

Lisa Mast and Sarah Glyn-Williams both have experience working in a variety of different special education 
roles and supporting student learning needs and communication through the use of assistive technology. Lisa 
and Sarah both teach Developmental Disability Intensive Support Classes at Seneca School in the Toronto 
District School Board.  Lisa and Sarah both teach junior intermediate classes, supporting students with 
developmental and physical disabilities. A large focus in their classrooms is using assistive technology to 
support student communication, provide access to literacy activities and demonstrate student learning. 

 

A6. EXPLORING THE GLOBAL COMPETENCIES TO SUPPORT EQUITY AND INCLUSION #AT4DI 

Holly Sharpe and Andrew Pearson 

In this session, participants will have the opportunity to explore assistive technology and its role in 
supporting student learning within the Global Competencies framework. Learning goals such as 
increasing student participation, providing alternative means of communication to support student 
voice, and promoting independence will be acquired through the application of assistive technology. In 
this session, we will lead demonstrations and facilitate dialogue delving deeper into specific assistive 
technology functions that are essential for some and beneficial for all.

Our presentation will demonstrate how apps like Google Classroom is being used to create a 
space to foster student collaboration and how apps such as Docs, Sheets and Slides are being 
supported with Read&Write to capture ideas and access allow students to express themselves. In 
addition, our presentation will explore other useful extensions such as EquatIO for speech to text input 
of mathematical formulas and processes into Google Apps.

B4. ONENOTE VS. READ AND WRITE FOR CHROME VS. SNAPNREAD VS. KURZWEIL 

Bronwyn Lamond and Todd Cunningham  

Microsoft OneNote is currently being touted as a one-stop-shop for AT. It is a completely free hybrid 
program, which includes a variety of AT tools. In this presentation, we will provide a direct comparison 
of different AT programs from four different categories; hybrid integration (OneNote), cloud-based 
integration (Read & Write for Chrome), hybrid individual tool (Snap&Read), and client-side 
multifunctional program (Kurzweil), on a variety of dimensions, including load-up speed, TTS voice 
quality and speed, ease of use, OCR functionality and quality, and price point of entry. We seek to 
answer the question: can OneNote really do it all? 

Bronwyn Lamond is an Ontario Certified Teacher with a MA in Child Study and Education. She is currently in 
the School and Clinical Child Psychology program at OISE. Bronwyn has a passion for assistive technology and 
supporting students who have special needs.  

Dr. Todd Cunningham is a Clinical Psychologist and a faculty member at OISE at the University of Toronto. He 
completed his Postdoctoral Fellowship at the Hospital for Sick Children after earning a Ph.D. in Clinical 
Psychology from the University of Toronto. His research investigates the integration of assistive technology and 
learning strategies for children with learning difficulties. 

 

B5. USING TECHNOLOGY TO SUPPORT STUDENTS WITH LEARNING DIFFERENCES IN MATHEMATICS CLASSROOM 

Jennifer Hearn and Richard Parker  

Students who have difficulty learning often find mathematics to be challenging. This session will 
include a brief overview of the common types of learning differences and how they relate to the 
mathematics classroom. Strategies that are necessary for some but good for all will be covered. 
Participants will experience a digital classroom environment with a focus on project-based learning and 
the flipped classroom. Tools such as Google Classroom and Calendar, Google extensions such as 
Mindomo and Google Draw, apps such as Aurasma, and the use of digital portfolios will be covered. 

Jennifer Hearn has been supporting students with learning differences for most of her career as an educator. 
She is currently in the role of Resource Services at Trillium Demonstration School in Milton. In this role she 
supports students as they apply to attend the school, as well as offers professional development to school 
boards in Ontario. Previously Jennifer was a teacher at Trillium Demonstration School. 

Richard Parker is a Special Education Teacher at Trillium Demonstration School in Milton. He teaches the 
Empower Reading program, and works as a team member to provide inclusive, project-based learning 
opportunities for the students. Richard uses technology to support students at all levels of the teaching and 
learning process.

With an extensive background in both special education and educational technology I am privileged to be able 
to offer my Special Class students opportunities to explore their futures assisted with modern day tools. I am 
fortunate to be part of a board that ensures that every special needs student has a personal iPad for use at 
school and at home to support learning opportunities. iPads are an integral part of my programming and offer 
opportunities for success across the curriculum. 

 

C2. PLUGGING INTO THE OUTDOORS 

Stacey Falconer and Jacey Jones 

How do you balance the need to be “plugged in” with the benefits of taking programming outdoors?  
We set out to explore how students, who rely heavily upon assistive technology to support and 
demonstrate learning, could succeed in an outdoor program while replacing or delaying the use of 
some of their most essential tools. We will share how we connected outdoor learning to all curriculum 
areas while still providing the supports needed for students to be successful.  The students themselves 
will be joining the session via Google Hangout.  This session is applicable to all level of technology 
user. 

Jacey Jones and Stacey Falconer are both educators with the Halton District School Board. They currently 
teach Self-Contained classes for junior students with Learning Disabilities. Both classes focus on using 21st 
century learning skills to access the curriculum and demonstrate learning,  in different ways.  Prominent themes 
in their teaching practice include Growth Mindset, Inquiry Learning, Executive Functioning Skills and Outdoor 
Education.

C3. KURZWEIL 3000, CHROME AND GOOGLE - CONNECTED  ACCESS ON THE FLY FROM ANYWHERE 

Dan Herlihy   

Do your students need immediate access to classroom content from any device including 
Chromebooks, tablets or cell phones? With a flexible cloud based set of tools Kurzweil 3000+Firefly 
now integrates seamlessly with Google Drive. Utilize Chrome extensions in a split screen environment 
while researching together with Read the Web toolbar for Chrome while also having text to speech, 
vocabulary support, test taking lockout features and more. 

Using a tablet or cell phone snap images of printed pages with k3000 provides students with TTS, 
writing, brainstorming, highlighting, test taking tools and more. Or open the Google Drive app and 
upload the images for use later. 

In the moment reading aloud of print materials without the need for scanning the document into a 
computer using the Image Reader tool and a simple document camera, creating an independent "read 
station." Accessibility is threaded throughout the day from any device, any platform.  (Beginner) 

Dan Herlihy has worked in the education field for over 35 years, from Wilderness Programs for at risk students, 
Special Education classrooms, Network Administrator, Assistive Technology Resource Specialist and currently 
providing AT training and professional development for schools and learning centers. He presents nationally 
and internationally and has written articles for national publications, books on technology integration and tools 
for access and produced CD's of educational activities for students and templates for educators. His expertise is 
in taking diverse technologies, and connecting them together to provide solutions for access to the curriculum 
and communication of ideas and learning. 

 

C4. DIGITAL WORK SYSTEMS, BEYOND CIRCLE TIME WITH THE SMART BOARD

Do you have students in your classroom who use a structured work system? This presentation will 
demonstrate how you can use technology to implement a digital work system to enhance and reinforce 
skills you are working on.

C5. EFFECTIVE USE OF DIGITAL GRAPHIC ORGANIZERS IN G-SUITE TO SUPPORT ORGANIZATIONAL SKILLS

Digital graphic organizers are a very effective tool to support students in organizing their thoughts. In 
this beginner workshop, participants will be introduced to how technology can increase participation of 
students who may be prevented from accessing the curriculum. The participants will be introduced to 
collaborative mind-mapping apps found in G-Suite that can be used as a tool to support students. Such 
examples are how students can use Mindomo to help organize their thoughts about a writing topic or 
make predictions/connections about specific texts. This workshop will also share how apps like 
Mindomo can support students in an inclusive classroom with various ability levels by using features 
such as sound recorder and multimedia attachments. As well, participants will be shown how students 
can create various templates in Google Drawing and import their drawing into a Google Doc. Please 
bring your own laptop with Chrome installed for this workshop. 

Sharon Moskovitz is an Assistive Technology Teacher with the Toronto District School Board. She is an award-
winning educator and has presented various workshops within her board and other boards in Ontario training 
teachers. She has run several workshops on integrating technology into the classroom with teachers. 

Joshua Sollak is an Assistive Technology Teacher with the Toronto District School Board. He has taught a wide 
array of classes with the TDSB ranging from Diagnostic Kindergarten to High School History. He continues to 
run workshops with teachers and students on the application of Assistive Technology in classrooms. 

 

C6. CHROME EXTENSIONS AND G SUITE ADD-ONS TO SUPPORT STUDENT LEARNING 

Scott Lemmond and John Paul SwamiNathan 

Advanced: This presentation will demonstrate extensions for Chrome (including Read & Write) that will 
support and assist student productivity, organization, and task completion. G Suite add-ons will also be 
explored that help with assessment and feedback. A working knowledge of Google Classroom and G 
Suite applications (Docs, Slides, Forms, and Sheets) will be an asset. 

Scott is currently an Assistive Technology Resource Teacher for PDSB. Prior to this, he taught for eight years in 
an Intermediate General Learning Disabilities classroom. He has also taught intermediate computers and high 
school Computer Science. Scott has his Special Education Specialist and Integration of Information and 
Computer Technology in Instruction Specialist.  

John Paul SwamiNathan is currently an Assistive Technology Resource Teacher for PDSB. Before this position 
he taught Special Education K-8, ESL, Section 23 (ASD/Behavioural), Interval Contained class (P/J) and 
Intermediate General Learning Disabilities.

Minecraft: Education Edition - This session will focus on the game based classroom learning 
application of the worlds most popular game.
