(Proverbs 15:22):

e Who would you consult if a loud
banging noise began to echo underneath
the hood of your car? A car expert,
possibly a mechanic.

e Who would you consult if a nagging
pain began to limit your physical
activity? A medical expert, possibly a
doctor.

e Who would you consult if a letter from
the IRS appeared questioning last year’s
tax return? A tax expert, possibly an
accountant.

Sometimes, we need more diverse help,
maybe from a multitude of counselors (Proverbs
24:6):

e Who did you consult when facing a
career or college choice at the end
of high school?

e Who did you consult when purchasing
your first home?

possibly a builder to assess construction,
arealtor to assess community, a teacher
to assess schools, a police officer to
assess safety, or an accountant to assess
affordability.

(I Kings 12:8).
