Printing Your Negative

When you are ready to print onto the imageblack inkjet film provided, check the inkjet film to find the printable side:
dampen your finger and thumb and pinch a corner - your finger will stick to the printable side!

You need to print BLACK INK ONLY - Follow these steps to change your printer settings...

Go into your printer ‘preferences’The recommended settings are:
‘Black Ink Only’, paper type should be ‘Photo Matte’, ‘Transparency’
