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Activity: Connect the Dots

Grade: Chugakko Special Needs

Grammar: Numbers (adaptable to alphabet)
Time: varies depending on picture and student ability
Material: Worksheet

This activity was designed to be done with a one-to-one ratio of special needs students and teachers. To use this for a small group of students, enlarge the printout and have students take turns on the picture.
1) Select a worksheet that goes up to an appropriate number for what you have taught.
2) Using a pencil, the student traces lines between the dots to uncover the hidden picture. Have the student say each number as they draw over it. On some of the worksheets the dots are in color. Make sure you print the worksheet out in color or it will be too hard to follow.
